FOREWORD

This publication “Quarterly gross domestic product estimates of Ukraine for
2001-2012” describes the main quarterly economic indicators. A very important
indicator is the quarterly volume change of the gross domestic product (GDP). This
quarterly macroeconomic indicator shows the short term economic development of
the country. Related information about the contribution of the different industries and
expenditures like consumption, investment and export to the development of GDP
will be provided as well.

The publication covers quarterly GDP estimates of Ukraine starting from 2001
at current and constant prices. The publication contains also seasonal corrections
results of the time series of the quarterly GDP estimates and its separate components
in the graphs and tables.

The publication describes the main principles regarding the estimation of
quarterly GDP and its elements by the production method, income method and
expenditure method'. It also describes the timeliness of the different estimates for the
same quarter and the available sources of information for these estimates. Beyond
this, seasonal corrections of the time series of the quarterly GDP estimates and its
separate components are described.

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METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

1. General notes

There is a need to identify changes in the economic cycle in time in order to
take effective management decisions and to deliver prognoses on the economic
development of the country. Especially, gross domestic product (GDP) at a quareterly
basis provides this type of information.

Calculation of both the quarterly and annual national accounts of Ukraine is
done on the basis of the methodological principles of the international standard of the
System of National Accounts (SNA), adopted in 1993 by international
organizations’, and also European System of National and Regional Accounts
(ESA’95).

The State Statistical Servise of the Ukraine (SSCU) has to use simplified
scheme on the calculation of the quarterly data of the GDP as resources for the
calculations and sufficient information database is lacking. This simplified scheme
foresees in the application of annual comparisons and expert evaluation of some of
the indicators.

GDP at current prices is relevant for analysis of the structural economic and
social development of the country. Calculation of GDP at constant prices (average
prices of 2007) enables the estimation of the GDP volume changes.

Calculations at constant prices are done according to the international standards
of chain-linking. This method of the chain-linked indices gives the possibility to
present quarterly data in long-term time-series. Thus, the structural changes and short
term economic changes can be shown.

For the estimation of the quarterly GDP three methods have been applied:
production method; income method and expenditure method (by final use categories).

The production method for compiling GDP is based on the following identity:
Output at basic prices

— Intermediate consumption at purchaser prices

— financial intermediation services indirectly measured

= Gross value added at basic prices (GVA)

+ taxes on products

— subsidies on products

= Gross domestic product at market prices.

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The expenditure method for compiling GDP is based on the following identity:
final consumption expenditure (of households, of general government, of non-
profit institutions serving households)

+ gross fixed capital formation

+ changes in inventories

+ acquisitions less disposals of valuables

+ export of goods and services

— imports of goods and services

= Gross domestic product

The income method for compiling gross value added (GVA) is based on the
following identity:
compensation of employees
+ gross operating surplus, mixed income
+ other taxes on production
— other subsidies on production
= Gross value added at basic prices.

These three methods are applied separately. Thus, no integration framework
like a supply and use table or input-output table has been applied, because of a lack of
resources. The use of separate estimates implies that there might be statistical
differences between the outcomes o the different estimates.

GDP compiled on the basis of the production and expenditure method is
available at current and constant prices. GDP compiled on the basis of the income
method is generally used for the analysis of the structure of the primary incomes is
only available at current prices.

Starting from 2001 GDP derived from the production and income method is
estimated according to the Classification of the economic activities (NACE),
approved by the decree of the State Standard of Ukraine from 26.12.05 Ne375
(second version). The list of the economic activities is provided in the Appendix 1.

For the estimation of final consumption expenditures of the households the
international classification of the individual consumption by purpose (COICOP) is
used, approved by the decree of the State Standard of Ukraine from 29.12.07 Ne480.

Final consumption expenditures of the non-profit institutions serving
households are estimated according to the international classification of the purposes
of the non-profit institutions serving households (COPNI).

Final consumption expenditures of the general government are estimated by
functions according to the international classification of the functions of Government
(COFOQG).
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The publication describes the sources of information regarding the estimation
of quarterly GDP (the Appendix 2).

It is necessary to note that amended quarterly GDP estimates are presented for
2012 and will be revised after receiving the final annual data.

2. Transactions in the national quarterly accounts

The system of national accounts describes transactions by industry and sector
on the basis of international guidelines. The transactions by industry are
systematically described in the supply and use tables.

Output (basic prices)
Output is the value of all the goods and services which is the result of the
production activities of the economic units - residents in the reporting period.
According to SNA output covers:
- All goods regardless their category of expenditure, so all the goods produced for
sale, produced for own final use or capital formation including change in the stocks
of the tangible current assets of the producer;
- Services provided to other institutional units, including as well non market services
of the units of the general government and non-profit institutions;
- Paid household services provided by hired house servants;
- Conventionally estimated value of the services of the owner-occupied dwellings.

Market output covers sector of the non-financial corporations, financial
corporations and households (beyond production of the goods and services for own
final use and conventionally estimated services of the owner-occupied dwellings).

Output is valued at basic prices, defined as the price received by the producer
excluding trade and transport margins and the balance of taxes and subsidies on
products. This is the price the producer is ultimately left with.

Some special cases

Trade is the distribution of goods in time and space without any physical
transformation. So, trade services are produced on behalf of goods. The value of
these services is the difference between the sales value and the purchase value of
traded goods.

Real estate activities include services of rented dwellings, but also of owner-

occupied dwellings. The latter are valued on the basis of rents of comparable rented
dwellings.

Banking mainly deals with financial intermediation, i.e. the acquisition,
transformation and issuing of financial assets. The compensation for these services is
implicitly included in the interest paid to and received from banks. The value of these
imputed bank services is calculated as the margin on attracted deposits and put out
loans.

Insurance and pension funding mainly transforms individual risk into collective
risk. The value of these services is set as the difference between contributions and
benefits. In the case of pension funds and life insurance companies, corrections are
made for changes in actuarial reserves.

Government mainly produces collective services. Since there are no market
prices available, government output is determined from production costs and is
estimated as the total of intermediate consumption, compensation of employees,
consumption of fixed capital and taxes on production paid by the government itself.

Intermediate consumption (purchasers' prices)

Intermediate consumption includes all goods and services used up in the
production process in the accounting period, regardless the date of purchase. This
includes for example fuel, raw materials, semi manufactured goods, communication
services, cleansing services and audits by accountants. Intermediate consumption is
valued at purchasers' prices, excluding deductible VAT. For companies, which do not
need to charge VAT on their sales, the VAT paid on their purchases is non-
deductible. It is therefore recorded as a component of intermediate consumption.

Not included in intermediate consumption are:
- purchases of goods by trade enterprises, which are resold without undergoing any
processing.
- purchases of goods used in the production process with a life span of more than one
year. These purchases are recorded as fixed capital formation. The use of these goods
1s spread over their economic life span and recorded as consumption of fixed capital.

Value added (basic prices)
Value added at basic prices by industry is equal to the difference between
output (basic prices) and intermediate consumption (purchasers' prices).

Value added (market prices)

Value added at market prices of the total economy (GDP) is calculated as follows:
total value added at basic prices of industries

+ taxes on products

— subsidies on products.

Taxes on production and imports
Taxes on production and imports are compulsory payments to the government,
which are related to production, imports and to the use of production factors. Taxes
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on production and imports are classified into taxes on products and other taxes on
production.
Taxes on products

Taxes on products are related to the value or the volume of products. They are
levied on domestically produced or transacted products and on imported products.
Taxes on products are classified into taxes on VAT, excise dues, imports and export
duty.

Other taxes on production

Other taxes on production include all taxes on production paid by producers,
not related to the value or volume of products produced or transacted. Examples are
real estate tax and sewerage charges paid by producers.

Subsidies

Subsidies are current payments from the government to producers with the
objective to influence output prices, employment or the remuneration of production
factors. Subsidies are distinguished between subsidies on products and other
subsidies on production.

Subsidies on products

Subsidies on products are related to the value or the volume of products. They
can be distinguished between subsidies on domestic products and subsidies on
imports.

Other subsidies on production

Other subsidies on production include all subsidies on production paid to
producers, not related to the value or volume of products domestically produced or
transacted. These are mainly wage subsidies.

Compensation of employees

Compensation of employees is the total remuneration paid by employers to
their employees in return for work done. Employees are all residents and non-
residents working in a paid job. Compensation of employees is distinguished between
wages and salaries and employers' social contributions.

Wages and salaries

Wages and salaries include income taxes and employees’ social contributions
even if they are actually withheld by the employer and paid directly to tax authorities,
social security schemes and pension schemes. Besides wages that are periodically and
directly paid to employees, wages and salaries also contain extra's (such as bonuses,
overtime pay, tips, commission), wages in kind (such as free housing, free food,
‘company car’, day nursery, lower interest rates on mortgages, free travel (or at
reduced prices) and holiday allowances.

Employers' social contributions
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Employers’ social contributions consist of payments to insurers made by
employers for the benefit of their employees. They can be classified in employers'
social security contributions, employers' private social contributions (of which
pension schemes) and the imputed social contributions. Most of the time, employers
directly pay the employers’ social contributions to the insurers.

Consumption of fixed capital

Consumption of fixed capital represents the depreciation of the stock of
produced fixed assets, as a result of normal technical and economical ageing and
insurable accidental damage. Losses due to catastrophes and unforeseen ageing are
seen as a capital loss.

Operating surplus / mixed income

Gross operating surplus by industry is the balance that remains after deducting
from the value added (basic prices) the compensation of employees and the balance
of other taxes and subsidies on production. The operating surplus of family
enterprises is called mixed income, because it also contains compensation for work
by the owners and their family members. Net operating surplus / mixed income
remains after deducting consumption of fixed capital from gross operating surplus /
mixed income.

Gross national income

Gross national income is the aggregate value of the gross primary earnings
obtained from economic agents of all institutional sectors of national economy and
ther countries of the world.

Gross national income includes:
- pre-tax profit, mixed income;
- compensation of employees;
- taxes less subsidies on production and imports;
- property income, receivable from other countries excluding payable.

Final consumption expenditure

Final consumption expenditure consists of expenditure incurred by resident
institutional units on goods and services that are used for the direct satisfaction of
individual needs or wants or the collective needs of members of the community. Final
consumption expenditure may take place on the domestic territory or abroad. Final
consumption expenditure exists only for households, NPI households and general
government.

Final consumption expenditure by households

Final consumption expenditure by households includes the following
borderline cases:
- income in kind like accommodation, food, clothing, etc.
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- services of dwellings, which are occupied by the owners themselves and without
any actual rent payments. These services are valued by applying the rents of similar
dwellings.

- transport and communication, financial, education and health protection services.

- goods and services produced for own use, as in agriculture. The value of these
products is calculated by applying the market prices for similar products.

- durable consumption goods such as private cars, household appliances, furniture
and clothing. However, the purchases of dwellings by households are not seen as
final consumption, but as fixed capital formation by households. The detailed data on
consumption of households concern private domestic consumption expenditure. This
includes final consumption in the Ukraine by residents and non-residents. Final
consumption by households can be calculated by deducting from private domestic
consumption expenditure the final consumption by non-residents in the Ukraine
(registered as exports) and adding final consumption by households in the rest of the
world (registered as imports).

Final consumption expenditure by NPI households
Final consumption expenditure by NPI households consists of all the non-
market output of this sector excluding the own account capital formation.

Final consumption expenditure by general government
Final consumption expenditure by general government results from the specific
recording of government output. Only a small part of government output is actually
sold (market output). The larger part of government output is paid out of public funds
and provided free of charge to all sectors (non-market output). Because the allocation
of government output to different users will encounter large problems, the
government is by convention considered to be the consumer of its own output.
Because of the absence of market prices output and final consumption
expenditure by general government is calculated from the production costs:
intermediate consumption
+ compensation of employees
+ consumption of fixed capital
+ other taxes on production (paid by the government)
— other subsidies on production (received by the government)
= output (basic prices)
— sales (=market output)
— own-account capital formation
+ social benefits in kind via market producers
= Final consumption expenditure by the government.

Actual individual consumption

Final consumption expenditure by households refers to expenditure on
consumption goods and services. In contrast, actual final consumption refers to the
acquisition of consumption goods and services. The difference between these
concepts lies in the treatment of certain goods and services financed by the
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government or NPI households but supplied to households as social transfers in kind.
By convention, all final consumption expenditure by NPI households and most of the
final consumption expenditure by the government in the field of education, health,
social security and welfare, sport and recreation and culture are treated as individual
consumption.
So actual individual consumption is:

final consumption expenditure by households
+ final consumption expenditure by NPI households
+ individual consumption by the government
= Actual individual consumption

Actual collective consumption

Services for collective consumption (collective services) are provided
simultaneously to all members of the community or all members of a particular
section of the community. Actual collective consumption consists in particular of
government expenditures on services in the field of: management and regulation of
society, security and defence, law and order, legislation and regulation, public health,
environment, research and development, infrastructure and economic development.

Fixed capital formation

Fixed assets are produced tangible or intangible assets that are used in the
production process for more than one year.

Gross fixed capital formation consists of producers’ acquisitions less disposals
of fixed assets:
- acquisitions, less disposals, of tangible fixed assets: dwellings and non-residential
buildings, civil engineering works, transport equipment, machinery, equipment and
computers, cultivated assets (trees and livestock).
- acquisitions, less disposals, of intangible fixed assets: mineral exploration,
computer software, entertainment, literary or artistic originals, other intangible fixed
assets.
- major improvements to land (reclamation, land consolidation and land preparing
for building).

Fixed capital formation also includes:
- work in progress of construction such as unfinished dwellings, non-residential
buildings and civil engineering works are recorded as fixed capital formation of the
client.
- military structures and equipment, similar to those used by civilian producers, such
as airfields and hospitals.
- improvements to existing fixed assets that go well beyond the requirements of
ordinary maintenance and repairs.
- transfer costs of fixed assets, such as conveyance fees and costs made by real estate
agents, architects and notaries.
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On the level of the total economy and the sectors, an adjustment is made for the
transactions in used fixed assets, which are seen as investments of the buyer and
disinvestment of the seller. This adjustment is not made for the industries. The
registration of fixed capital formation by industry and sector is on an owner basis.
That means that fixed capital formation is registered on the industry or sector which
can be considered to be the economic owner of the capital goods concerned.

Changes in inventories

Inventories consist of all raw materials, semi-manufactured goods, work in
progress and final products, that producers have in stock at a certain moment.
Changes in work in progress are in general considered to be changes in inventories.
However, work in progress in construction is seen as fixed capital formation of the
client and not as changes in inventories of the construction industry. This concerns
unfinished buildings and civil engineering works. Increases in inventories occur when
goods are produced (or purchased) but not yet sold (or used) in the year under review.
Decreases in inventories occur when goods are withdrawn from existing inventories
in order to be sold or used in the production process.

The assessment of the changes in inventories is done in such way that gains or
losses on inventories caused by price changes are avoided. With this objective the
initial and final stock of each good is valued at the same price, namely raw materials
at the average purchase price in the period, final products at average sales price and
work in progress at the average cost price. This valuation method prevents output and
subsequently value added from being influenced by changes in prices of stocks
during the period under review.

Acquisitions less disposals of valuables

This transaction consists of the acquisitions less disposals of precious stones,
non-monetary gold, antiques, art objects and jewellery that are acquired and held
primarily as stores of value.

Imports and exports
Imports and exports of goods are recorded at the value at the Ukrainian border.
The consequences of this valuation are:
- imports of goods include the transport and insurance costs made abroad (cost-
insurance-freight = CIF-valuation).
- exports of goods include the transport and insurance costs made in the Ukraine
(free on board = fob-valuation). In order to assure that the balance of the exports and
imports of goods and services (the export surplus) links to actual payments, which are
on balance received from the rest of the world, the following rules of accounting, are
handled:
- when the transport of exports in the Ukraine is carried out by a foreign freighter;
the costs up to the border (included in the exports of goods) are compensated by an
import of services.
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- when the transport of imports in the rest of the world is carried out by a Ukrainian
freighter, the costs abroad (included in the imports of goods) is compensated by an
export of services. On the macro level imports of goods is valued free on board at the
border of the exporting country.

The transition from valuation of imported goods at CIF to fob consists of:
- a CIF/FOB adjustment of the transport costs abroad of Ukrainian freighters. Total
imports (goods) and exports (services) are reduced by the same amount.
- a CIF/FOB reclassification of the transport costs abroad of foreign freighters, from
imports of goods to imports of services. It leaves total imports and total exports
unchanged.

Imports of goods and services

Imports of goods are goods intended for residents, which are imported from
abroad into the Ukrainian economic territory. Included in imports of goods are raw
materials, semi manufactured products, fuels and final products. Also included are
imported goods, which are re-exported without undergoing any processing. Imports
of services include among other things the expenditures abroad by Ukrainian tourists,
inhabitants of the border area and diplomats, as well as expenditure an transport
services by all kinds of transportation, financial and other services.

Exports of goods and services

Exports of goods are goods, which have been exported by residents from the
Ukrainian economic territory to the rest of the world. The exports of services include
the services of Ukrainian transport enterprises abroad, harbour services, ships repair
services and engineering of works by Ukrainian contractors abroad. Also included in
the exports of services are expenditures by foreign tourists, inhabitants of the border
area and diplomats in the Ukraine.

3. Seasonal adjustments

Adjustment correction is the process on the identification and elimination of
the influence of the seasonal factor on the dynamic of the indicators.

Seasonal factors are factors which are stable enough and annually repeated at
the same time. They are related to nature factors, administrative and legal activities,
cultural traditions (official holidays, holidays with fixed data as Christmas etc.).
Besides there are systematic calendar effects that have no annual stability (effect of
the working days in the quarters, leap-year, holidays with non fixed data as Easter,
compensations to the big groups of employees, pensions etc.).

Currently, the SSSU performs seasonal adjustments, including adjustments to
the calendar day effect, time series of quarterly estimates of GDP and its individual
components 1in constant prices using the DEMETRA (version 2.04) and
TRAMO/SEATS method.
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This method involves the definition and breakdown of the time series to its
main components: trend; cycle; seasonal and irregular components.

Trend component (T,) is the basic path that characterizes the long-term trend of
the entire time series.

Cyclic component (C,) is a smooth periodic fluctuations of the time series due
to the actions of long-term economic, demographic or astrophysical factors (duration
of the seasonal cycle - year).

Seasonal component (S;) includes factors that are annually repeated at the same
time and cause periodic fluctuations. These include: seasonal factors in the narrow
sense and calendar effects.

Irregular component (1) unites effects which are not foreseen within the time,
their influence and durability (climate conditions, natural disasters, strikes, irregular
sales).

Interrelation of the input row with its trend, cycle seasonal and irregular
components can be described in frames of the additive or multiplicative model.

Additive model of the time series can be described like this:
Xt: Tt + Ct + St+ It.

Multiplicative model of the time series:
Xt: Tt * Ct * St* It.

Conduction of seasonal adjustments allows better understanding of the the
general trend of socio-economic processes needed to develop the country's
development strategy and implementing effective solutions. Additional adjustments
for the effect of calendar day will provide comparisons of GDP estimates for a given
quarter with the data of any quarter of the current and previous years, which is
especially important in the expansion process of international comparisons of
macroeconomic indicators.

Received results of the seasonal corrections of the time series of the quarterly
GDP estimates in general and its compounds estimated by the production method and
by the categories of the final expenditure provided in the graphs and tables.

4. Revision practice

According to the international standards there should be a four stage
actualization of the quarterly GDP estimates by three methods.
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The timeframes for submission of the statistical observations and
administrative data to State Statistics Service of Ukraine defined by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine from 09.08.2001 Ne341 foresees the consecutive revision of the
quarterly GDP estimates.

Balancing of the estimates for different periods plays an important role in the
definition of GDP. Realization of the principles on the revision of the quarterly and
annual GDP estimates gives the possibility to receive consistent and balanced
macroeconomic variables.

The number of the quarterly GDP data should be additive (the sum of the
quarterly data should be equal to annual data).

The first quarterly GDP estimate is the operative estimate which is used only
for analysis of the change of the real volumes GDP.

The main information sources for the preliminary GDP estimate are the data of
the statistical observations, monetary-credit and bank statistics, reports on the
execution of the State and local budgets, information of the social security funds. The
estimates are done at the detailed level.

The annual balancing of the final estimate of the last year is used in the revised
GDP estimate for identification of the variables which are not in the quarterly
information sources. Beyond this, for estimation of the export and import of the
goods and services there is a use of the revised quarterly data of the balance of
payment provided by the National Bank of Ukraine.

The final GDP estimate is formed with taking into account proportions and
balances of the final estimate of the relevant quarters of the year.

The quarterly GDP estimates and terms of its calculation are provided in the
Appendix 3.

The division “Sale, maintenance and repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles, retail of automotive fuel” includes:

All the kinds of activities (beyond production and leasing), related
to motorcycles and motor vehicles, including cargo motor
vehicles:

Wholesale and retail trade of the new and second hand motor
vehicles; technical maintenance and repair; wholesale and retail
trade of motor vehicles parts and accessories; commission
activities in the wholesale and retail trade of motor vehicles;
washing, polishing and towing of the motor vehicles;

Retail trade of automotive fuels, oils and freezers.

The division “Wholesale trade and commission trade, except of
motor vehicles and motorcycles” includes:

Resale of new or second hand goods or products to the retail
traders or to consumers in the industry and trade, groups of the
users and professional users and also other wholesale traders or
commission traders who buy these goods or products on behalf of
the wholesale traders, consumers or groups of users;

Activities of the wholesale traders, keepers and distributors pf the
industrial goods, exporters, importers, purchase brokers,

transportation process; post and communication activities.
This kind of activity is divided into land, water, aviation transport,
auxiliary transport services, post and communication activities.
Land transport; transports via pipelines covers:
Railway transportation (cargo, passenger);
City and motor transport (passenger motor, tram, trolleybus,
metro, other kinds of scheduled passenger transport, passenger
transportations and other motor passenger transportations);
Cargo motor transportations;
Transport via pipelines.

Water transport include:

Sea transport (cargo, passenger);

river (cargo, passenger).

Air transport covers:

Scheduled air transportations (cargo, passenger);

Supporting and auxiliary transport activities of travel agencies
include:

Transport cargo handling and storage;

Functioning of the transport infrastructure of all the kinds of
transport, travel agencies and tour operators, activities of the
transport agents.

Post and telecommunications includes services of the post and
courier service.

Section J

Financial
activities

Activities related to receive and redistribution of the financial
assets, beyond foreseen for obligatory social security

Financial intermediation (services of the banking system, other
kinds of financial intermediation, in particular activities of the
trusts); insurance services; auxiliary activities in the field of
finances and insurance (activities of the Stock and Currency
Markets).

Section K

Real estate,
renting and
business activities

Section consists of 5 divisions grouped by the kinds of services
which they provide.

Division “Real estate activities” includes the following kinds of
work:

organization of real estate activities (development and selling and
renting, buying and selling of the real estate);

letting of own and state property of technical, cultural and non
production application, including dwelling;

real estate activities on behalf of the third parties (real estate
agencies: intermediary services for buying, selling, letting and
evaluation of the real estate; management of real estate: agency
services on the collection of the rent charge).

“Renting of machinery and equipment without operator and of
personal and household goods” include:

renting of the automobiles;

renting of the other transport equipment;

renting of other machinery and equipment;

renting of personal and household goods:

different kinds of property not related to the other grouping, for
households, enterprises and institutions.

“Computer and related activities” include:
Hardware consultancy;

software development; data processing;

database activities;

technical maintenance and repair of office and computing
machinery by the public and private enterprises and organizations
and also private persons;

software consultancy, distribution of the software products.
“Research and development” covers the activities:

Fundamental researches, experimental and theoretical researches,
directed on the getting of the new knowledge without concrete
purpose on the application of this knowledge;

Appliance researches: works directed on the getting of the new
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knowledge with the purpose of their practical use for development
of the technical innovations;

Experimental developments: systematic activities that use the
acquired knowledge and practical experience for creation of the
new materials, products, appliances etc., new methods, systems
and services and also improvement of the existing.

“Other business activities ” include these kinds of activities:

legal, accounting and management consultations (activities of the
advocate unions and individual advocate activities; notary
activities, accounting and book-keeping activities; market research
and public opinion polling; business and management consulting
work; business management);

architectural and engineering activities (activities in the field of
architecture; engineering and technical activities related to
construction; activities in the field of geology and geology
research; geodesic and hydrographic works, activities in the field
of hydrometeorology).

Section L

Public
administration

Public administration include:

Administration of the State and the economic and social policy of
the community (activities of the legal and executive authorities of
different levels; and activities of the central government, regional,
local executive bodies; services that are provided by the central
legal bodies; activities in the social and economic fields of the
economy also);

General public service activities (international relations, defense,
justice, protection and provision of the civil order and security,
civil population protection);

Services on the obligatory social security, administration and
management of general system of the social security payments.

Other community, social and personal service activities include
the following economic activities:

Sewage and refuse disposal, sanitation and similar activities;

The economic activity “Sewage and refuse disposal, sanitation
and similar activities” relates to services on sewage and refuse
disposal, sanitation and similar activities.
The economic activity “Activities of membership organizations”

the other groupings.

The economic activity “Recreational, cultural and sporting
