FOREWORD

The Statistical Bulletin "Main agricultural characteristics of households in rural area in
2015" contains results of agricultural activity sample survey for households in rural area by the
program of base interview, which was conducted in 2015 May.

In particular there are average and relative indicators characterizing productive
resources of households on Agriculture — the land, the availability of a livestock and poultry,
farm buildings and machineries and so on. Moreover some data of households' members and
households' heads, the usage of some measures to increase production efficacy, hired workers
are represented in this Bulletin.

The Bulletin contains three parts: "Aggregate characteristics of rural households",
"Characteristics of rural households, by regions of Ukraine” and "Base quality report of
agricultural activity survey of households in rural area (by the results of Base Interview 2015)".

Data in the Statistical Bulletin don't include information about the temporarily occupied
territories of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, the city of Sevastopol and part of the anti-
terrorist operation zone.

This issue is prepared in two languages: Ukrainian and English, illustrated by diagrams
and drawings.

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INTRODUCTION

There are about 14,5 million households in Ukraine. Their share in total agricultural
production was 44,7% in 2014.

Statistical observation of agricultural activity of the population is based on censuses of
agricultural crops’ sown area and perennial crops' area, which are conducted periodically, annual
censuses of the livestock and poultry number in the individual sector and the sampling of households,
in particular, on households' agricultural activity sample survey, which was established in September

2000, and is conducted in Ukraine constantly since that year. It embraces all rajons of Ukraine.

The population of this sample survey covers households, which own or use the land and their

residence is registered in rural settlements (rural households) — 4,7 million of households. Since the

population of households is very various by land area size for more adequate design of the sample, the
households were distributed by main three groups — small households with land area to 0,5 ha
include, middle households with land area 0,51-1,0 ha, big households with land area more than 1 ha.
The selection of households is carried out in two steps with a probability proportional to their size
(PPS), by land area.

In 2015 28,2 thousands of households or 0,6% of all rural households were sampled for this
survey, 27,1 thousands of households directly took part in survey, the rest proved close (uninhabited,
desolated) or non contact at the moment of an interview or refused to answer. One hectare of surveyed
household represented 46,9 ha of households' population in average in Ukraine (without close
households). Average statistical weight of 1 household including non answers and the subsequent

calibration was 166,8.

All information adduced in this Bulletin is obtained on the base of data are extended on the
all population of households and reflects the conditions of households at interview's moment — May

2015. All data are represented practically by three main groups of households.

The purpose of the report's preparation is present-
ing of the results' quality analysis summary of the
households' agricultural activity survey in rural area
(further — AASH). The report contains dynamic data
about the quality of the results mainly, that is some
information which direct describes the survey's re-
sults (sampling errors, participation level so on).

As AASH is the survey studying the subjects which
are concerned with the agricultural production its
design is based on the main resource indicator —
land area of households. This defines two principal
characters of this survey:

- the survey covers the population of households
which possess or use some land only;

- sampling of households for the survey and cal-
culating of statistic weights are correspondingly car-
ried out on the indicator ‘Land area’ base.

While AASH program includes both the indicators
immediately connected to the land availability of
household (sown area, perennial plantation so on)
and the indicators of livestock and poultry availabil-
ity, applying of some measures of husbandry keeping
which do not bind with the indicator 'Land area' so
close. So as to obtain the correct estimation for such
indicators the calibration of statistic weights is used
in AASH.

1. Reliability

By the results of the Base Interview of AASH con-
ducted on May 2015 the characteristics of reliability
such as limited sampling errors and coefficients of
variance were calculated for the following indica-
tors:

land area of households;

- average land area of household;
- livestock number;

- COWS number;

- pigs number.

The variables mentioned above were calculated on
the whole for Ukraine and for regional level. The
results of the reliability characteristics' calculation
for estimation of the specified indicators are submit-
ted in the Tables 3.1-3.5.

The data presented in the tables prove the accu-
racy of indicator estimations made for the Ukraine
level. The coefficient of variance has maximum value
for the indicator "Cows number" (2.98%) and mini-
mum value — for the indicator “Land area of house-
holds" (1.16%). It equals 1.87% for the indicator
"Average land area of household", 1.80% for the in-
dicator "Livestock number™ and 2.25% for the indi-
cator "Cows number”. Thus the estimations of all
basic indicators are reliable (the coefficient of vari-
ance value is less than 5%).

The limited sampling error equals 126.4 ths. ha for
the indicator "Land area of households", thus there
is 95% probability that its value in the total popula-
tion is in the range from 5434.0 to 5686.8 ths. ha; the
limited sampling error for indicator "Average land
area of household" is 0.05 and the range is 1.18-
1.28 ha; for indicator "Livestock number" — respec-
tively 79.4 ths. heads and 2176.2-2335.0 ths. heads;
for indicator "Cows number" — 69.1 ths. heads and
the range is 1500.6-1638.8; for indicator "Pigs
number" — 166.1 ths. heads and the range is 2677.3—
3009.5 ths. heads.

The accuracy of examined estimations is satysfac-
tory for the regional level. The coefficient of vari-
ance for indicator "Land area of households" does
not exceed 10% for almost all regions, thus its esti-
mations are sufficiently reliable. The accuracy for
indicator "Average land area of household" is sat-
ysfactory for majority of regions, except Dniprope-
trovsk (18.35%), Zaporizhya (17.46%), Kirovohrad
(16.79%), Luhansk (34.39%) and Odesa (21.57%)
regions, for which the coefficient of variance does
not exceed 15%.

The accuracy for estimations of livestock number
indicators by regions is worse than for estimations
of land area indicators (Tables 3.3 — 3.5). It is ex-
plained mainly that the households were selected in
proportion to their lands area size.

Summary data on applying the estimations of the
above mentioned basic indicators of AASH classified
by reliability level are available in the Table 3.6.

Estimations of indicators were classified by five
categories of reliability level to simplify their usage.
If coefficient of variance of sample estimates of indi-
cator has value up to 5% inclusive, then indicator
refers to the group "A", that is to the group of indi-
cators with the high reliability level, 6-10% —to the
group “A” with sufficient reliability level, 11-15% —
to the group “B” with a satysfactory reliability level,
16-25% — to the group “I"” with the low reliability
level (data can be used only for qualitative analysis),
more than 25% — to the group “Z/” (data have poor
reliability level).

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For conducting the survey on agricultural activity
in 2015 28.2 ths. households were selected. The num-
ber of households that took direct part in survey
amounted to 27.1 ths (95.8%), the others were closed
(uninhabited, abandoned), and for the rest the re-
spondents either were avoidant or refused to give the
answers. The highest level of households’ participa-
tion in the survey in 2015 was in Rivne (100.0%),
Ternopil and Cherkasy (99.7%) and Ivano-Frank-
ivsk (99.1%) regions, the lowest — in Chernihiv
(91.5%), Luhansk (89.8%) and Donetsk (89.1%) re-
gions.

It should notice that at a whole after some de-
crease in 2005 and some erratic movements in 2006—
2007 there was an increase of responded house-
holds' level in AASH — see Graph 1.

A share growth of households which took part in
the survey in 2008 — 2013 is the result of the quan-
tity fall of the so-called ‘non-contact’ households
that is households with which it was impossible to
come into a contact through the objective reasons
but their resources (land plots, farm buildings)
were used for agricultural production. In 2015 the
percent of households, which pulled out of the sur-
vey was 0.4%, ‘non-contact’ households — 0.7%
(see Graph 2).

What about the weighted share of households
which responded to the AASH, the level of participa-
tion for Ukraine level was 97.7%. The highest level
of participation was in Volyn and Rivne (100.0%),
Ternopil (99.8%), Ivano-Frankivsk and Mykolayiv
(99.7%) regions, the lowest — in Donetsk (93.9%)
and Dnipropetrovsk (93.6%) regions.

The data of the level of households’ participation
in AASH in May 2015 are presented in Table 3.7.

The level of respondent responses by the main
characteristics of the AASH was not fixed.

Data imputation was not applied for AASH.
2. Timeliness and Punctuality

The period between finishing of base interview in
May 2015 and the date of the bulletin publication
with survey's results is 23 weeks.

3. Coherence

Characteristics of the indicators' coherence are
results of indicators' comparison of households' land
area obtained from AASH and from the state statistic
observation 'Separate characteristics of rural coun-
cils' development in Agriculture' (further — rural
councils' data) which isfilled by local boards having
rural settlements. The comparison is made for the
households the residence of which is registered in
rural settlements and which possess or use land
plots.

The difference of indicators' estimation of land
area is explained by on the one hand in contrast to
rural councils' data AASH represents the land which
is actually used by households rather than all land
given to households according current legislation.
On the other hand it could be clarified by a duration
of the date at which rural councils' data are com-
piled (at the 1 January) and the moment of AASH
base interview's carrying out in May. In this period
a land lease by households takes place, particularly
to agricultural enterprises and private farms. If to
take into consideration decreasing of land area
which is concerned with the rent operations (accord-
ing AASH data), the correlation of the indicator
‘Land area of households' could equal 96.6%, the in-
dicator 'Average land area of the household' —
100.0%.
