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Analysis report

Cooperation of Ukraine with the EU countries in 2014

In 2014, exports of goods to the EU countries totaled $17002.9 million and has increased as compared to 2013
by 2.6% (by $429.4 mIn.) while imports amounted to $21069.1 mIn. and declined by 21.3% (by $5 697.8 mIn.). The
negative balance was $4 066.2 min. (minus $10193.4 min. for 2013).

The following selected commodity groups have affected the formation of negative balance: mineral fuel, oil and
oil distillation products ($2 762.9 min.), mechanical machines ($1 855.4m), pharmaceutical products ($1 812.3
min.).

The share of the EU countries as compared to 2013 has increased and reached 31.5% in exports and 38.7% in
imports (for 2013, 26.6% and 35.3% correspondently).

The largest volume of exports to the EU countries accounted for the products of agro-industrial complex (AIC)
and food industry (28,1% of the total volume of exports) ferrous metals (22.9%), mineral products (16.2%), electric
and mechanical machines (12.2%).

Among the AIC products and food industry, the largest share of exports has made up grain crops (37.9% of the
total volume of the AIC products, including 32.4% for corn and 4.4% for wheat), seeds and fruit of oil plants
(19.3%), animal or plant fats and oils (16.6%) (14.2% for sunflower oil).

The largest export supply was to Poland (15.6% of the total volume of exports to the EU countries: ferrous
metals, ores, slag and ash, electric machines), Italy (14.5%, ferrous metals, grain crops, animal or plant fats and
oils), Germany (9.4%, electric machines, clothes and additional things for clothes, textile, mechanical machines),
Hungary (8.9%, electric machines, ferrous metals, mineral fuel, oil and oil distillation products), Spain (6.9%, grain
crops, animal or plant fats and oils, food industry residues and waste), the Netherlands (6.5%, grain crops, ferrous
metals, animal or plant fats and oils).

As compared to 2013, exports of goods among the largest partner-countries has increased to Spain by 19.3%, the
Netherlands by 6.7%, Italy by 5.7%, Poland by 3.9%, Germany by 2.5%.

Based on the results for 2014, the largest supplies of goods to the EU countries were made by the Zakarpattya
(84.7%), Lviv (72.2%), Ternopil (70.1%), Volyn (69.2%) and Ivano-Frankivsk (51.4%) regions.

The most considerable volumes of imports from the EU countries were mineral products (18.3% of the total
volume of imports), chemical industry products (18.2%), mechanical and electric machines (17.5%), AIC and food
industry products (11.8%).

Among the mineral products, the largest share of imports was natural gas (37.7%).

Among the EU countries, the largest import supplies were from Germany (25.4% of the total volume of imports:
mineral fuel, oil and oil distillation products, mechanical machines, surface transport vehicles apart from rail),
Poland (14.6%: mineral fuel, oil and oil distillation products, electric machines, plastics, polymeric materials), Italy
(7.2%: mechanical machines, pharmaceutical products, plastics, polymeric materials), Hungary (6.9%: mineral fuel,
oil and oil distillation products, electric machines, plastics, polymeric materials), France (6.0%: pharmaceutical
products, diverse chemicals, surface transport vehicles apart from rail).

As compared to 2013, imports of goods was down from Italy by 26.8%, France by 26.4%, Poland by 24.2% and
Germany by 19.5%.

Most goods from the EU countries have been delivered to the Ternopil region (85.2%), Volyn (81.8%), Lviv
(65.7%), Zhytomyr (64.1%), Chernivtsi (62.7%), lvano-Frankivsk (62.6%), Rivne (54.5%) and Khmelnytskiy (50.3%)
regions.

In 2014, exports and imports of services to the EU countries have accounted for $3991.6 min. and $3148.8 min.
and were down as compared to 2013 by 4.9% and 25.2% correspondently. The positive balance was $842.8 min. (in
2013, the negative one was $16.3 min.).

The positive balance has been effected most of all by selected types of services: transportation (positive balance
was $1105.8 min.), processing of material resources ($608.9 min.), telecommunication sphere, computer and
information services ($404.4 min.), business services ($41.5 mIn.). Export-import coverage ratio is 1.27 (for 2013 it
was 1.00).

Share of exports of services to the EU countries in the total volume reached 34.6%, imports amounted to 49.4%
(in 2013, 29.5% and 56% correspondently).
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Among the EU countries, the largest volume of exports of services has been provided to Germany — 16.9% of the
total volume of exports of services to the EU countries (transportation services, processing of material resources, in
the sphere of telecommunications, computer and information, business), Great Britain — 16.5% (transportation
services, in the sphere of telecommunications, computer and information, business services), Cyprus — 11.6%
(transportation, services in the sphere of telecommunications, computer and information services, services connected

with financial activity, business services).
The largest exports to the EU countries fell within transportation services 45.9% of the total exports to the EU

countries (air 32.2% of the total volume of these services, rail 22.4%, motor 18.3% and see 16.6%), services in the
sphere of telecommunications, computer and information — 17% (computer 71.2%, telecommunications 19.5%);
processing of material resources — 15.5% (processing of goods to be sold abroad 98.8%) and business services —
12.5% (professional and consulting 59.2%, scientific and technical services 11.4%).

Based on the results for 2014, enterprises from the following regions rendered services in the most active way to
the EU countries: the Volyn (93.7% of the total volume of region), Zakarpattya (90.2%), Ivano-Frankivsk (84.1%),
Ternopil (83.1%), Lviv (79.2%) and Kyiv (77.2%).

Among the EU countries, the largest imports of services were obtained from Great Britain — 22.4% of the total
volume of services' imports of the EU countries (services connected with financial activity, transportation, business,
royalties and other services connected with intellectual property), Germany — 18.8% (transportation services, state
and government services, business services, construction services, services in the sphere of telecommunications,
computer and information), Cyprus — 16.3% (services connected with travel and financial activity, royalties and
other services connected with intellectual property, transport services).

The largest share in the total imports of services from the EU countries consisted of transportation services:
23.1% of the total imports of services of the EU countries (air 41.5% of the total volume of these services, road
22.8%, rail 13.4%); services connected with financial activity (19.4%), business services (14.5%) (professional and
consulting 50%, operational leasing 12.3%) and services connected with travel (14%).

Most services from the EU countries were received by enterprises from the following regions: the Chernihiv
(90.2% of the total volume of region), Ternopil (88.1%), Zakarpattya (81.6%), Volyn (80.3%) and Mykolayiv (79.6%)
regions.

The volume of direct investment (equity capital) into Ukraine's economy from the EU countries as of December
31, 2014 totaled $35.6 billion that makes up 77.5% of the total volume of investment into Ukraine (as of January 1,
2014 it was $43.9 bin. or 77.0%).

The main investor-countries, which account for 86.6% of the total volume of investment from the EU are Cyprus
$13.7 bin. (38.5% of the total volume of investment from the EU); Germany $5.7 bin. (16.1%), Netherlands $5.1 bin.
(14.4%), Austria $2.5 bin. (7.1%), Great Britain $2.1 bin. (6.0%) and France $1.6 bin. (4.5%).

Significant volumes of direct investment from the EU countries are concentrated on industrial enterprises
(35.0%). Financial and insurance institutions have accumulated 25.1% of direct investment, enterprises of wholesale
and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles 10.5% and organizations carrying out transactions with
real estate 8.6%.

Thus, investors from Cyprus invested $3.6 bln (26.0%) into financial and insurance institutions, $3.3 bin. (23.8%
of the total volume of investment from the country) into industrial enterprises and $1.8 bin. (13.0%) into
organizations carrying out transactions with real estate.

Industrial enterprises received $5.0 bIn. (87.9%) and $1.9 bIn. (37.7%) from Germany and the Netherlands
correspondently.

Investors from Austria and France invested mostly into financial and insurance institutions: $1.7 bin. (69.0%)
and $1.1 bin. (69.6%) correspondently.

The Great Britain invested into enterprises of wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles as well as organizations carrying out transactions with real estate by $0.5 bin. (21.8% and 21.4%
correspondently); $0.4 bin. (18.3%) into industrial enterprises and $0.2 bin. (11.2%) into financial and insurance

institutions.

The volume of direct investment (equity capital) from Ukraine into economies of the EU countries as of December
31, 2014 amounted to $6.0 bin. or 95.0% of the total volume of investment from Ukraine (as of January 1, 2014 it
was $6.1 bin. or 92.3%).

The largest volume of investment as of December 31, 2014 forwarded to Cyprus: $5.8 bin. (96.4% of the total
volume of investment into the EU countries). As to the volumes of investment, the second and third places were

occupied by Latvia and Poland whose economies received $0.1 bin. each from Ukraine.
The predominant share of Ukrainian investment into Cyprus was made by residents that carry out professional,

scientific and technical activity; into Latvia by financial and insurance institutions, into Poland by enterprises of
wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles.

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Brief methodological explanations and comments
EXPORTS AND IMPORTS OF COMMODITIES

Compilation of data on statistics of foreign trade in goods is based on Methodological Provisions on
Ukraine Foreign Trade Statistics approved by Decree N588 issued State Statistics Committee of Ukraine on
December 7, 2006.

Exports is a customs regime that allows to take out the commodities over boundaries of the customs territory
of Ukraine for free circulation without any obligations to return them to this territory and any conditions set for
their usage outside the customs territory of Ukraine.

Imports is a customs regime that allows to bring in the commodities into the customs territory of Ukraine for
their free circulation without any time limits set for their stay on this territory and which could be used without
any customs restrictions.

Balance of foreign trade is the difference between value of exports and value of imports.

Sources for data compilation

Statistical observations over foreign trade in goods are conducted on the basis of cargo customs
declarations (CCDs) that are completed when customs processing of goods is done and include crude oil and
natural gas (Ministry of Energy and Coal Industry of Ukraine, National Joint-stock Company Naftogas
Ukrainy) and statistical reports from enterprises and organizations of Ukraine about the commodities not
subject to customs declaration.

Coverage of data and trade system

Ukraine statistics of foreign trade in goods covers all commodities that are added to Ukraine material
resources stocks or deducted from them as a result of their in-coming (imports) into or out-coming (exports)
over the boundaries of the customs territory. Ukraine uses the general trade system as recommended by the UN
Statistical Division, 2010.

Trade in goods includes:

- non-monetary gold, precious metals that are not used as payments, securities, banknotes and coins not in
circulation;

- commodities sold through the state accounts that include civil and military commodities, for instance for
commercial transactions carried out by the governments, commaodities shipped through the state programs for
international assistance as free of charge aid, loan, commodity exchange transactions (barter) or a transfer to
international organizations and military reparation and restitution;

- humanitarian or technical aid;

- commodity given as gifts;

- commodities leased for 1 year and more;

- military commodities;

- commodities transferred within the consignation agreements;

- commodities that are brought as contribution to statutory fund and exportation of commodities produced
by enterprises with foreign investment;

- commodities imported (exported) as raw material;

- commodities that are used as media and software for general use (apart from specially-tailored), user
manuals and audio and video materials to be used for commercial purposes;

- returned goods;
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- commodities that cross Ukraine boarder as a transaction between main corporations and enterprises of
their direct investment (branches or units);

- caught fish, minerals from the sea bed that are unloaded from foreign vessel in the national port or
purchased by the national vessel from foreign vessel in the high sea;

- caught fish, sea products, minerals from sea bed and the rescued cargo sold by the national vessel in the
foreign port or to foreign vessel in the high sea;

- commodities sent by mail or through courier service. These commodities are subject to recording if their
volume or value exceed the level fixed by Ukraine legislation;

- commodities imported for the needs of foreign enclaves in Ukraine;

- commodities imported (exported) for mutual barter or purchasing/selling between specific legal persons;

- bunker fuel, ballast, vessel stock or other materials.
Exports/imports of goods exclude:

- direct transit trade;

- charter flights, leasing;

- commodities whose value does not exceed the threshold of statistical observation;
- national and foreign currency (excluding those used for numismatics), securities;

- commodities that are not used for commercial transactions (are include into foreign services);

- commodities moved by natural persons whose volume or value does not exceed the level fixed by the
Ukraine legislation for written declaration;
- periodicals (papers, magazines) set out by direct subscription;

- commodities bought by diplomatic representative offices for their own needs, armed forces, research
organizations or other Ukraine representative offices on the country's territory where they are located;

- material specially-tailored media that contain the intellectual activity objects, for instance for military,
special and dual purposes and that are not meant for direct realization on retail market;

- commodities that are temporarily imported/exported for less than 1 year;

- commodities that are lost or destroyed after transportation from the economic territory of exporter-
country but before they were brought to the economic territory of importer-country are not subject to inclusion
into imports statistics of importer-country (although they are included into exports statistics of exporter-
country);

- commodities meant for the national organizations activities abroad;

- commodities moved through the customs boarder between the country's military units deployed on the
country's customs territory and outside this territory;

- commodities delivered for reclamation, guarantee maintenance;

- air vessels moved through the country's boarder for technical maintenance;

- commodities moved through the country's boarder for repair;

- demonstration articles;

- commodities moved for entertainment and sport events;

- commodities delivered on account of mortgage;

- samples of commodities;

- transportation packing moved through the boarder, for instance empty bottles return for re-use;

- wastes resulted from processing of goods on the country's customs territory and processing for internal
consumption;

- natural gas delivered to underground gas reservoirs;

- commodities moved through pipelines for commissioning work;

- commodities previously imported and placed under other customs regime on the country's customs
territory that have been included into the country's imports are not recorded once more in customs statistics of
the country's foreign trade;
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- fish caught in the high seas by the country's national vessel and shipped on the economic territory;

- volumes of commodities that imported/exported by natural persons.

Time for commaodities recording

The recording of commodities is done when they are imported into or exported outside the country's
economic territory.

The customs statistics of Ukraine foreign trade record imports and exports of commodities transported by
water, rail, motor vehicles, air according to the date when the customs cargo declaration is completed.

The record of commodities shipped through pipelines (oil, refinery products, water, ammonia, etc.) takes
into account the specifics of their declaration and is based on the date of their last transport document while
the for natural gas on the date of the month’'s last day when the customs formalities are completed.

The moment of imports/exports of commodities not subject to customs declaration is the date when
acceptance and delivery act is completed or the date of the payment document for these commodities.

Statistical threshold

Statistical observation cover the commodities whose customs value exceeds the sum set by the national
legislation for written declaration of commaodities for customs authorities.

The statistical threshold when completing the customs cargo declaration and submitting statistical reports
for legal and natural persons is 100 euros. For the natural persons, the statistical threshold is 200 euros (300

euros for unit products) with limitations of 50 kg.

Classifications

To record exports/imports of commodities Ukrainian Classification of Commodities in Foreign Trade took
its effect which is developed on the basis of the 6-digit Harmonized System for Description and Coding of
Commodities (HS) and the 8-digit Combined Nomenclature of European Economic Commonwealth (CNEEC).

The Classification of the world's countries is used which is harmonized with international standard, 1SO
3166-1:2009, and approved by Decree N527 of Ukraine State Statistics Committee on december 22, 2010.

The Classification of currencies is harmonized with international standard, 1SO 4217:2001, and approved
by Decree N528 of Ukraine State Statistics Committee on december 8, 2010.

Statistical value of commaodities

To ensure comparisons of data from statistics of foreign trade in goods, statistical value of commodities is
identified:

- for exported commodities at FOB prices;
- for imported commodities at SIF prices.
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Value at FOB prices includes value of commodities and services for the delivery of products to the boarder
of the exporter —country. Value at SIF prices includes value of commodities and services for delivery of
products to the boarder of the exporter-country and value of services for delivery of products from the boarder
of the exporter-country to the boarder of the importer-country.

The terms of commodity deliveries used when compiling Ukraine statistics of foreign trade are identified
according to International Rules for Treatment of Trading Terms (2010) that are applied in Ukraine.

The statistical value is calculated through the conversion of value of commodities into the US dollars
according to rate set by the National Bank of Ukraine for the day when the customs cargo declaration was
completed. For the commodities that are presented via statistical reports, the conversion of value of
commodities into the US dollars is based on average monthly and average quarterly official rates for
currencies fixed by the National Bank of Ukraine.

Quantitative record of commodities

The quantitative record of commodities is based on net weight, kilograms. If necessary, for collection and
processing of statistical data, the parallel record of commodities is done by quantity expressed in additional
units of measurement (pieces, liters, cubic liters, etc.). These units of measurement are indicated in the
Classification line Additional unit of measurement.

Partner-countries

In Ukraine statistics of foreign trade in goods, there are the following partner-countries:

- for exports — country of destination;
- for imports — country of origin.

The record of commodity exports is done by trading country if at the moment of commodity exports the
country of destination is unknown.

The record of commodity imports is done by shipment country:

- commodities whose country of origin is unknown at the moment of shipment;

- re-imported commodities;

- commodities included in Group 97 of Ukrainian Classification of Commodities in Foreign Trade (art
works, collection items, antique items);

- commaodities received as human aid.

The country of destination is the last country to which (as far as it is known at the moment of exporting) the
commodities should be delivered regardless of the country to which they have been shipped at the very
beginning and whether they were or not were the subject of commercial and other transactions that change
their legal status.

When exporting, the trading country is the country where a person is registered or resides who is a partner
of the national person when implementing the foreign economic agreement.

The country of origin is the country where the commodity has undergone full processing or was enough
processed to satisfy the criteria or procedures set by Customs Code of Ukraine. The country of commodity
origin could be a group of countries, customs unions of countries, a region or a part of the country if it is
necessary to specify the commodity origin.

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Brief methodological explanations and comments
EXPORTS AND IMPORTS OF SERVICES

Basic terms and definitions

External economic services are commodities that do not go through the customs and for which the
customs declarations are not completed. The services do not acquire the form of material objects covered by
the rights of ownership. Sales of services and their production are not separated. The main thing that exists
in trade in services is that the purchase and sale transaction should be made which covers the Ukraine
entities and foreign entities activity (residents and nonresidents) and is built upon the relationships between
them and which takes place on the territory of Ukraine and outside it.

The moment when the exports/imports procedures are made and their recording is the date when they are
actually supplied or obtained on accrual basis (by invoices). As a rule, more often, the date of registration of
such transactions coincides with the time of services production.

The cost of exports of services is the cost of selected type of services rendered by Ukrainian entity to
foreign entity on the territory of Ukraine and outside it according to the agreements (contracts) or oral form
of agreement.

The cost of imports of services is the cost of selected type of services rendered to Ukrainian entity by
foreign entity both on the territory of Ukraine and outside it according to the agreements (contracts) or oral
form of agreement.

The external economic agreement (contract) is the materially completed agreement between the two or
more entities engaged in foreign economic activities and their foreign counter-agents aimed at establishing,
changing or terminating their mutual rights and obligations in the external economic activity.

Residents are legal persons and their detached persons who are set up and carry out their activity in line
with Ukraine legislation and which are located both on its territory and outside it; diplomatic representative
offices, consular establishments and other official offices of Ukraine abroad that have the diplomatic
privileges and immunity, natural person-resident is natural person who resides in Ukraine.

Nonresidents are foreign companies, organizations set up in line with legislation of other states, their
registered (accredited or legalized) branches according to Ukraine legislation, representative offices and
other detached units located on Ukraine territory, diplomatic representative offices, consular establishments
and other official offices of other state and international organizations in Ukraine; natural persons who are
not residents of Ukraine. As a rule, foreign enterprises (nonresidents) are those enterprises that pay taxes
from activity to the benefit of foreign state.

Ways to deliver services

Depending on location of supplier and consumer at the moment when service is rendered, and taking into
account their residency or country of origin, four ways to deliver services according to the General lands
about trade of services GATS are defined.:

* Way 1. Cross border supply (Supplier and consumer remain on the territory of their corresponding
countries. The services are delivered "from territory of one member to the territory of any another member".
This way is similar to trade in goods when a product is delivered through the national border while
consumer and supplier remain on the territories of their countries).

* Way 2. Consumption abroad (Consumer consumes this or that service outside its country. Service is
delivered "on the territory of one member to consumer of services of any other member", this implies that
either consumer or its property are abroad).

* Way 3. Commercial presence (Suppliers of services set up a branch, unit or commercial representative

Commercial presence on the foreign market covers not only legal persons in rigid legal sense but other
legal subjects as well that have some common characteristics such as representative offices and branches).

* Way 4. Presence of natural persons (Natural person or supplier of services if he is an employee or his
hired worker present abroad to supply service. The way for presence of natural persons is used when any
person is temporarily present on the country's territory which is not his home country to render commercial
services).
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Organization to undertake the state statistical observation

The statistical observations over services are conducted through collection by the state statistics bodies
of reporting from legal persons of all types of ownership and business who are engaged in activity, based on
Ukraine laws, connected with rendering (exports) services to foreign partners and obtaining (imports)
services from foreign partners both on Ukraine territory and outside it according to agreements (contracts).

The main principles of organization of the state statistical observation over foreign trade in services are
based on common methodological approaches that ensure the provision of comparable information about
exports/imports of services in Ukraine. The indicators from the state statistical observation take into account
international requirements to statistical information about foreign trade in services, particularly, the Manual
on statistics of international trade in services (UNSD, 2010).

The results of the conduct of the state statistical observation over foreign trade in services are the
primary and generalized information that includes information from administrative sources which is
employed to keep track of volumes and movements of exports/imports by geographical structure and
structure of types of services in order to obtain a comprehensive and exhaustive statistical information about
foreign trade in service to compile external trade balance and balance of payments of Ukraine as well as
assess the development of Ukraine economic ties with other countries.

The recording of services is made in value terms (contract's currency) in line with the Classification of
External Economic Services (CEES) adapted to the Expanded Classification of Services of Balance of
Payments, the 6th edition of the Manual on Balance of Payments and International Investment Position
developed by the IMF. The conversion of services into US dollars is made on the basis of average quarterly
official currency rate fixed by the National Bank of Ukraine.

Classification of external economic services

The classification of External Economic Services used to carry out the state statistical observation over
foreign trade in services comprises twelve basic sections of services which are detailed towards more low
level according to hierarchical system of the classification.

The basic types of external economic services are as follows:

* Services for the processing of material resources including processing, reprocessing, storage, marking
and packing being made by enterprises that are not owners of commodities for the purpose of further sale of
those commodities either abroad or on the territory of processer-country.

 Services for repair and technical maintenance not related to other categories including the work on
technical maintenance and repair made by residents regarding commodities that are possessed by
nonresidents (and vice versa). The repair operations could be made either in the premises of repairer or in
another place. This category includes technical maintenance and repair of sea and air vessels and other
transport vehicles.

* Transport services include services for transporting people and items from one place to the other ones,
as well as related and auxiliary services for leasing (freight) transport vehicles with crews. This also
includes mail services and services for courier communications.

* Services connected with travels cover services purchased in the visiting country by nonresidents of this
country, namely, services for accommodation, expenditure for meals and beverages, transport servicing on
the territory of the visiting country, transport services rendered within that country, in case of provision by
transport resident companies of this country apart from international passenger transportations.

* Services for construction include the creation, renovation, repair, prolongation of useful life of fixed
assets or management of such fixed assets as buildings, arrangement of land plots and other construction
objects such as roads, bridges and dams as well as related assembly and storage operations, preparation of
construction site and general construction operations and specialized services such as painting,
establishment of water supply and drainage systems and demolition.

* Services for insurance cover the implementation by insurance companies-residents of different types of
insurance for non-residents and visa versa.
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Services connected with financial activity include services rendered by banks and other financial
mediators and auxiliary organizations due to transactions with financial tools as well as other services
related to financial activity including deposit taking and issue of loans, letters of credit, services by credit
cards, commission fees and payments connected with financial leasing, factoring, guarantees to placement of
securities and clearing settlements, consultative services on financial matters, services for preservation of
financial assets or gold bars, services for management of financial assets, services for financial monitoring,
financial services of stepwise accessibility, services for risk transfer, services for merging and takeover,
services of credit rating, services of stock exchanges and services of trust management.

* Royalties and other services connected with usage of intellectual property cover the products of
intellectual property which include: levies and usage of property rights, for example patents, trademark,
author's rights, industrial processes and engineering developments, trade secrets and franchises, rights
which arise due to scientific research and R&D, marketing; payments and licenses for renewal and/or
dissemination of intellectual property materialized in the produced origins or prototypes such as author's
rights for books and manuscripts, software, on-screen works and sound tracks as well as rights connected
with them, for example, recording of phenomena in live and broadcasting by TV channels, cable and satellite
channels.

* Services in the sphere of telecommunications, computer and information services cover services for
transmission of sound, images, data or other information through the use of telephone, telefax, telegraph,
radio and TV cable and broadcasting, satellite communication, e-mail, fax, etc including the servicing of
commercial networks, conduct of teleconferences and rendering related services, services connected with
hardware and software, services for data processing as well as services of information agencies and other
information services.

* Business services include services of R&D, professional services, services for consultancy in

management, technical services, services connected with trade and other business services.
* Services rendered to individual persons, cultural and recreation services cover services to private

persons and services in the sphere of culture and leisure.

* State and government services cover services obtained or rendered to enclaves such as embassies, and
military bases, services rendered or purchased in the hosting country by diplomats, consular staff and staff
from military bases abroad and their dependents, services received or rendered by the governments not
specified in other categories of services.

Brief methodological explanations and comments
DIRECT FOREIGN INVESTMENT

The direct investment is a category of the international investment activity that reflects
the intention of institutional unit (the resident of one economy) having control or a significant
degree of influence over the management of the enterprise that is the resident in another
economy.

The investment is considered as direct when the capital/ownership rights of the non-
resident makes not less than 10% of the authorized capital value of the enterprise-resident or
non-resident has not less than 10% of voting power in non-resident enterprise management.
Investment received under the conclusion of concession agreements and contracts about the
common investment activity and credit resources issued/received under operations between
enterprises of direct investment and direct investor also concern with a category of direct
investment.

Data on direct investment are generated on the basis of information from resident legal
entities, affiliated branches and permanent representative offices of non-residents in Ukraine,
that operate as party of direct investment, adjusted for the difference between market and
notional value of shares, property etc.

Information on direct investment is preliminary and used by the National Bank of
Ukraine to compile balance of payments and define the international investment position.
