extant buildings and constructions, new
buildings and constructions, uncompleted
objects, long-term biological assets in animal
and crops production, capital repair and other
non-negotiable material assets. Investments in
non-material assets are investments is
acquisition or own development of software,
database, rights to the natural resources’ use,
property, rights to commercial marking,
objects of industrial property, intellectual
property rights and allied rights.

Capital investments are accounted on
enterpries-legal entities by the main type of
economic activity and location (legal address).

Number of hired employees includes
average-account number of members of the
enterprise staff and members not on the
permanent staff (working under the treaty and
for double jobholders).

Resident population is population living
permanently in a given location at the date of
census conducting, including those people who
are temporarily absent no more than 12
months in the place of permanent residence.

The direct investment is a category of the
international investment activity that reflects
the intention of institutional unit (the resident
of one economy) having control or a
significant degree of influence over the
management of the enterprise that is the
resident in another economy.

The investment is considered as direct
when the capital/ownership rights of the non-
resident makes not less than 10% of the
authorized capital value of the enterprise-
resident or non-resident has not less than 10%
of voting power in non-resident enterprise
management. Direct investment includes
investment obtained due to concession
agreements and agreements on the joint
investment activity; credit resources that are
provided/obtained within the transactions
between an enterprise of direct investment and
direct investor.

Also,
the administrative information from the
National Bank of Ukraine about market value
of direct investment (shares, property, etc.) of
enterprises, institutions and since January 1,
2015 information on direct investment of
Ukraine’s banks is taken into account. Data on
direct investment of Ukraine’s banks include
the reinvested earnings (calculated by the NBU
on the basis of data on undistributed
profits/losses in line with a share of direct
investor’s participation in their capital).

Rural population — population living in
villages and settlements.

The production of agricultural products
per capita is defined as the ratio of the volume
of production of the corresponding type of
product to the average annual number of the
population in the reported year.

Households — producers executing their
economic activity for both purposes — self-
sufficiency by foodstuff and production of
commodity agricultural output. This category
of producers also includes persons entrep-
reneurs working in the agriculture field.

Economic Accounts of Agriculture (EAA)
is a satellite account system of national ac-
counts. Methodology manual for compiling
economic accounts agriculture approved by
the State Statistics Service of Ukraine
20.06.2014 N2195.

Enterprise is defined as independent busi-
ness entities which has legal person's right or
a separate entity of a legal entity which carries
out productive activity on agriculture. The
structure of enterprises includes private farms
also.

Constant prices are the weighted average
prices of the year, accepted as the basis for
comparison. Constant prices are calculated as
average weighted prices for agricultural com-
modity output and agricultural non-commodity
output. Agricultural commodity output is esti-
mated on the basis of actual selling prices, ag-
ricultural non-commodity output is evaluated
in its cost price. Constant prices are average
prices for 2010.

Labour productivity in agriculture is the
relation of gross output of agricultural pro-
duce (crop, cattle) at constant prices of 2010
to the average number of employees working
at the agricultural enterprises.

Agricultural products at constant prices —
the cost of crop and livestock production, pro-
duced during a certain period of time, at con-
stant prices.

Private farm is a form of private business
of citizens with legal person's right, who has
expressed the wish to produce commaodity pro-
duction, to process and sell it with purpose to
gain a profit. Citizens carry out their activity
on land lots, which were placed at their dis-
posal for farming.

Total land area is the area of land surface,
including inland waters within the state
boundary.

Pastures — agricultural area for permanent
livestock grazing.

Agricultural land is defined as land sys-
tematically used to produce agricultural prod-
ucts. They include arable land (including bare
fallow), fallow, permanent crops, hayfields and
pastures.

Hayfields — agricultural area for perma-
nent haymowing.

Production ( gross harvest) of agricultural
crops — total production of annual and
biennial crops, gathered from principal, sec-
ondary, inter-row spaces sowings. Production
of grain and leguminous crops and sunflower
is shown in weight after cleaning and drying,
sugar beet (factory) — in weight without soil
and admixtures, vegetables crops — including
production of the close ground.

Production (gross harvest) of fruit-berry
crops, grapes — total production gathered from
permanent crops irrespective of their age.

Sown agricultural area — part of arable
land or other ploughed land on which sowing
has been actually carried out: winter crops
sowed in autumn last year and preserved till
the end of spring sowing as well as spring
crops for this year's harvest. Sown area in the
yearbook refers to the adjusted sown agricul-
tural area — the area actually occupied by the
crops in spring (the area of winter crops that
have been preserved and the area of spring
crops), taking into account the crops of the late
crops for the current year (summer plantings),
as well as changes in the economic use of
crops (conversion of crops from one produc-
tion group to another, such as grain, green
fodder, hay, etc.).

Permanent crops area — area under sepa-
rate orchards, berry-fields, vineyards and oth-
er permanent crops as well as area under trees
and bushes that grow individually, regardless
of the age of the plantings.

Total area of fruit-berry crops (including
in bearing age) doesn't include area of berry-
fields in the inter-row spaces in orchards.

Harvested agricultural area — the area
from which a crop is actually gathered.

Arable land — land plots that are perm-
nently cultivated and used for agricultural
crops including permanent grasses and clean
fallow, areas of hothouses and greenhouses.
Arable land doesn't include hayfields and pas-
tures ploughed up for full improvement and
when they are permanently used under grass
fodder crops for hay-mowing and livestock
grazing as well as inter-row spaces in or-
chards used for sowing.

Sown area structure — percentage of sown
areas of some agricultural crops in their
groups (cereals; industrial crops; potatoes,
vegetables, melons and gourds; forage crops)
and these groups' areas in the total sown area.

Yield of agricultural crops per 1 ha of the
harvested area is calculated as the ratio of the
crop gross harvest gathered from principal,
secondary, inter-row spaces sowings and the
actual harvested area of the crop.

Fertilizers and pesticides application per
hectare per hectare of specified acreage / cul-
tivated area is the average indicator of fertiliz-
er and pesticide application per unit area. It is
calculated as the ratio of the amounts of min-
eral fertilizers applied in terms of 100% of nu-
trients, organic fertilizers in the physical mass
and the applied pesticides in terms of the ac-
tive substance used for a particular agricultur-

Agricultural animals breeding — the sum
of the total live offspring weight, increment
weight for young and grown-up livestock and
poultry gained during fattening and graziery,
excluding murrain of young animals and agri-
cultural animals for fattening.

Production of agricultural animals’ meat
— total slaughter weight of agricultural ani-
mals (meat, raw fat, edible offal) measured
during sale for slaughter and slaughtering the
animals for meat in the own farm, regardless
of where the slaughter was carried out: direct-
ly at the enterprise or at the slaughterhouse.

Production (gross yield) of milk of all
kinds — total volume of actually produced milk
from cows, buffaloes, sheep and goats, mares,
other dams of farm animals.

Eggs production from poultry of all spe-
cies — total number of eggs obtained from all
species of poultry, including the loss of eggs
through its broke, spoilage etc., as well as
eggs, spent for reseiving of young birds (incu-
bation)from hen or in an incubator. Eggs,
bought or received on the side for incubation
and other needs, in the production of eggs of
poultry of all kinds are not included.

Production (gross shearing) of sheep wool
— total volume of sheared wool from live sheep
and goats, including wool that was used for
on-farm needs.

Production of honey — total honey volume,
which includes the honey taken out of beehive
and honey left in the beehive as a feed stock for
feeding bees in winter.

Feed consumption — total amount of feed
that was spent on feeding the agricultural ani-
mals.

Average feed consumption for conditional
number of agricultural animals — the ratio of
the total amount of feed that was spent on feed-
ing the agricultural animals to the average an-
nual conditional number of agricultural ani-
mals.

Average feed consumption for the
production of one quintal of livestock
products — the ratio of total feed expended on
feeding certain types of farm animals to obtain
a certain type of product, to the volume of
these products (growth of cattle and pigs, milk
production of cows of dairy breeds).

Average milk yield per cow is the ratio of
the volume of cow's milk production to the
number of dairy cows at the beginning of the
reporting year.

Average annual wool shear per one sheep
is estimated by dividing the total wool shear by
sheep number at the beginning of the year.

Conditional number of agricultural ani-
mals — is defined as the sum of results of mul-
tiplying the number of farm animals by age-sex
groups to the appropriate coefficients of condi-
tional herd. Coefficients of conditional live-
stock are: cow, bull-sires of dairy cattle, buffa-
lo, horses, oxen work — 1,0; other cattle — 0.6;
pigs — 0,3; sheep and goats — 0,1; birds of all
species — 0,02.

Since 2012 Laspeyres formula has been
used to calculate the price index of agricultur-
al products' sale.

The base for comparison of changes in av-
erage sales prices of agricultural products are
sales price indexes for some products in re-
porting month of current year to average an-
nual sales prices of respective products in base
year.

Profitability level of all types of activity is
the relation of net profits (losses) to all ex-
penditures of the operating enterprise.

Profitability level of the operating activity
Is the ratio of net financial results of the oper-
ating activity to expenditures related to the op-
erating activity of enterprises.

Profitability level of an agricultural pro-
duce is the relation of net profits (losses) from
sales of agricultural produce to its total cost
value.

The average selling price of agricultural
products is the average cost of a unit (tons,
thousands of pieces) of sold and own produced
products, taking into account its quality, but
excluding the value added tax, subsidies and
compensations, invoices, transport and expedi-
tionary expenses, which is calculated by divid-
ing the cost of sold products on its quantity for
the corresponding period.

Financial results before taxation(profit, loss)
is calculated as algebraic sum of profit (loss)

from operating activities, financial and other

income (profits), financial and other expenses
(losses).

Net profit (loss) is calculated as algebraic
sum of profit (loss) before taxation, profit tax
and profit (loss) because of activity shutdown
after taxation.

The following principal scheme is used for
making up balances of supply and use of
main agricultural products:

RESOURCES = USE

RESOURCES = USABLE PRODUCTS + IM-
PORT

USE = EXPORT + STOCKS' CHANGES (+ or
-; stocks at the end of the year — stocks at the
beginning of the year) + INTERNAL USE.

Indicators for defining the balance items of
resources and use are accounted with convert-
ing the derivative products into the primary
ones that are used for balance compilation.
Changes of product stocks at the end of the
year in comparison with the beginning of the
year were taken into account for determination
of the resources' part of balances. Total prod-
ucts losses include losses of producers as well
as losses connected with processing, transpor-
tation, storage etc. Losses occurred during the
harvest of agricultural crops are not included
in the total losses volume.

In grain balance the products sent for pro-
cessing into mixed fodder have to be included
in the feed expenses.

The following expenses are indicated in line
"Processing for the non-food purposes” for
grain balance — expenses on alcohol and beer
production; for potato balance — expenses on
starch production; for fruits, berries, grapes
balance — expenses on production of vine and
other alcoholic drinks.

Consumption of main food-stuffs in
kilorams for a year is calculated as the con-
sumption fund of respective products per capi-
ta of average annual population of Ukraine.
Consumption fund includes quantity of prod-
ucts used on private consumption in any kinds
and consists from products of report year's
production, imported, previous years' produc-
tion in the form of stocks consumed.

Per capita average daily consumption of main
micro- and macroelements in composition of
food-staffs is calculated on the base of mainte-
