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Foreword 

“The Statistical Yearbook of Ukraine, 2001” includes a wide range of statistics on social and economic situation in Ukraine for 2001 in comparison with previous years. Information is compiled according to basic types of economic or industrial activity (manufacturing, agriculture, construction and investments, transport and communications, wholesale and retail trade, restaurants, foreign economic activity, population, employment and household income, education and culture, health care, social assistance and criminal justice, etc). Information is also given about the government finances, the monetary system, the financial activity of enterprises and organisations, in particular, indicators of small enterprises activity, changes in the types of ownership, prices and tariffs. For the first time the chapter “Unified State Register of Enterprises and Organizations of Ukraine” has been included into the publication. Preliminary results of the All-Ukrainian population census as of 5 December 2001 have been published. Basic indicators of the internationally recognised system of national accounts, namely: gross domestic product and gross value added are included to catch the attention of researchers and experts. Statistics on social and economic situation in the CIS countries and international comparisons by selected countries are shown in a separate section.

Much of the statistics are shown by region.

Most of the sections in the Yearbook have methodological explanations.
Some of the indicators, which are based on the 2001 all-Ukrainian census results, are preliminary and will be revised in the forthcoming editions.

For the convenience of international readers the headings of tables, the table of contents and methodological explanations have been translated into English.

Methodological eXPLANATIONs
2. National accounts

The System of National Accounts presents a set of indicators that bring together consistent and coherent characteristics for the most important processes and phenomena occurring in the economy. It includes production, income, consumption, capital and finances. The SNA is used in the market environment.

The State Statistics Committee of Ukraine has been developing national accounts in line with the SNA standard approved by international organizations in 1993.

According to international standard in the SNA institutional units are grouped into the following five sectors: 

non-financial corporations sector includes institutional units whose principal activity is the production of market goods and services for their sale at prices that cover production costs and generate profit;

financial corporations sector consists of commercial institutional units principally engaged in financial intermediation (banks, insurance companies, etc.);

general government sector consists of central and local government, non-profit budget organizations, state special and extra-budget funds;

household sector consists of all natural persons as consumers and in some cases as unincorporated enterprises;

non-profit institutions (NPI) serving households consist of institutional units set up by separate groups of households to meet their political, religious and professional interests, as well as to provide social and cultural services (social and cultural divisions of non-financial corporations).

The SNA provides a detailed description of the economic development at different stages. It shows the movement of goods and services and value added starting from production to final consumption.

Production is characterized by indicators for gross output, intermediate consumption, gross value added and the GDP.

Output is the value of goods and services which are the results of production activity of residential units during the reference period.

Intermediate consumption consists of value of goods and services which are consumed by institutional units for production purposes. 

Gross value added is defined as the value of gross output less the value of intermediate consumption. It includes primary incomes that generated by and distributed between institutional units. 

In the Ukrainian national accounts there are two levels of indicators and two methods of estimation. For the economy as a whole, the results of economic development are measured by goods and services produced and by gross domestic product at market prices, for economic sectors and branches – by the output in basic prices and gross value added. 

Gross domestic product (GDP) is estimated as the sum of gross value added by industries and tax on products less subsidies on products.

Tax on products includes taxes whose amounts directly depend on number or value of goods and services, produced, sold or imported by resident producer.

Subsidies on products are reimbursable payments from the state budget to enterprises with the view of government regulation of prices on agricultural and other production to cover current lost of enterprises, improve their financial situation through increasing working capital or compensation of separate costs.

Income generation stage is characterized by the following indicators: compensation of employees; other taxes related to production process, other subsidies related to production and gross (net) income.

Compensation of employees is defined as remuneration in cash or in kind, payable by an employer to an employee in return for work done by the latter during the reference period regardless of the resident status of employee. Compensation of employees is calculated on the basis of accrued sums and covers direct and indirect social contributions.

Other production-related taxes includes payments made by enterprises and organizations to the central and local budgets, state special and extra-budget funds in relation to the use of resources and obtaining permissions for specific type of activities.

Other production-related subsidies consist of subsidies to use resources which are given to perform certain economic and social policy.

Gross (net) income shows on how much income generated by enterprises during production process exceeds costs. Net income is calculated as gross income less consumption of fixed assets. 

At the consumption stage GDP is calculated as the sum of final consumption of goods and services, gross capital formation and net exports of goods and services. 

Final consumption of goods and services consists of costs household final consumption, general government expenditures for individual and collective consumption of goods and services, NPI final consumption expenditure.

Gross capital formation is calculated as sum of gross fixed capital formation and changes in inventories.

Net exports of goods and services is defined as difference between exports and imports of goods and services. 

Input-output table in consumer prices is compiled according to the SNA and presents a comprehensive picture for the generating processes and relationships between type of economic activity. Indicators of input-output table and methodology of their calculation are similar to those used in the SNA. The input-output table shows production relationships existing between economic activities, value composition of the GDP and its usage for final consumption and gross capital formation. 
Gross value added (GVA) which is a general indicator of economic and social development of the region is used to show the dynamics and volumes of structural changes in economy of Ukraine’s regions. Production method, methodology of which is developed according to the international standards of SNA 93, is used as a basis for calculation of these volumes. Gross value added of the region consists of the sum of gross value added of all branches of economy, including good-producing and service-producing branches. 
3. Finances and credit

This section contains information on execution of Ukraine’s budgets. It includes banking statistics and basic financial indicators of enterprises and organizations.

Budget is a plan which shows how financial resources are created and used to implement functions carried out by the Government of Ukraine.

Budget system is composed of the State budget of Ukraine, republican budget of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and budgets of local administrations.

The Consolidated budget of Ukraine is an aggregation of all budgets covered by the Ukraine’s budget but netting out flows between budget sector entities. The consolidated budget is used to exercise State control over the economic and social development of Ukraine.

The budget of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea includes the republican budget itself and budgets of the districts, cities and towns subordinated to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

Local administration budgets refer to regional, city, district within a city, community and rural budgets.

4. Prices

Consumer price index (inflation index) keeps trace of changes that have occurred in prices and tariffs for consumer goods and services which are bought by the households for personal consumption. 

The CPI compiles on the basis of data on price changes based on monthly collection of prices and tariffs at consumer market, and data on composition of the urban household current money expenditures derived from sample survey of the household living conditions.

Industrial producer price index reflects price changes at industrial production area.

Industrial producer price index is calculated monthly by using the product prices, excluding value added taxes and excises, for the selected enterprises. Value data on industrial output are taken as base weight.

Price index of sale of agricultural products by agricultural enterprises is calculated by all channels of sale (products sold to procurement organizations including direct sales to retail trade and other consumers, to organizations of consumer’s co-operatives, at markets, to populations as part of wage and salary payment, to stakeholders to the account of land rent, sales to foreign countries, on exchanges and different auctions). When calculating this index, the average price for the previous year is re-calculated according to the structure of actual sales for the current year.

Price index for construction and assembly work is calculated on the basis of monthly prices for construction materials, products and building structures. The price index includes costs of purchasing, transportation, procurement and storage services as well as actual values of other expenditures (sum of depreciation, labor payments, deductions for social needs, others). The price index covers the selected enterprises and organizations engaged in construction and assembly activity.

Price index for fixed capital investment (capital formation) is an aggregation of price indices for construction and assembly work, machinery and equipment, other capital works and expenditures, using shares of these components in the total amount of investment.

(USREOU/Business register) is the automated system designed for collecting, storage and processing data on the economic entities – the legal persons and their independent units (brunches, departments, representative offices, etc.) that are located in Ukraine and operate according to the current Ukrainian legislation. 

The Business register is the important component for the infrastructure of the national statistics of Ukraine. In line with the Ukrainian Law on the State Statistics and the Regulation on the Business Register, the State Statistics Committee of Ukraine is responsible for the establishment and maintenance of the Register. 

The Business Register covers the following: 

– the unified national accounting and an identification of the economic entities during the process of setting up the new businesses, their restructuring and liquidation; 

– the design and the coordination for the conduct of the complete and sample statistical surveys, the one-off surveys and the censuses;

– based on the unified methodological principles, interrelations with databases of executive authority offices; and the provision of data on businesses to users; 

– the efficient transition towards the international system of classifications.

In accordance with the organizational and methodological principles, when being included into the Business register, the businesses and organizations are classified by area, type of ownership and management, activity, etc., with respect to the national (statistical) classifications and manuals to carry out the national statistical surveys. When designing the complete and sample surveys, one of the main indicators for stratifying the statistical data is a code for a type of economic activity. Since 2001 the code is assigned according to the Classification of Type of Economic Activity. The Classification is based on the EU standard international classification of type of economic activity. The transition from the General Classification of the Branches of Economy towards the Classification of Type of Economic Activity provides the methodological and the terminology basis needed to make comparisons between the national statistics and the statistics being produced by the international community. This would encourage the process of the Ukrainian integration into the European Union. 

Data shown in the section reflect quantitative and structural changes of the units in the Business register in breakdown by region, type of economic activity, type of ownership and the organizational and legal types of keeping the economy.

6. Material and energy resources

Capital assets are major components of the national wealth. They cover land plots, dwellings and other buildings, transmitting mechanisms, machines and equipment means of transport, tools, perennial plants, working and productive livestock, etc.

The composition of capital assets includes capital assets of state, collective and public enterprises and organizations, assets of foreign countries and international organizations and assets owned privately by the population. Capital assets of the population are residential buildings, various economic facilities, perennial plants, working and productive livestock.

Current value of capital assets accounts for indexation. 

Capital assets indices are calculated on the basis of value of capital assets in comparable prices.

7. Manufacturing

Total industrial output is defined as the sum of value of finished products, semi-finished products, sold to an outside consumers as well as the value of all industrial work performed according to contracts concluded with either outside consumers or non-industrial units belonged to an enterprise.

Industrial production indices, with respect to the previous year, are calculated according to production data valued in comparable prices.

For previous years up to and including 1990, comparable prices were list prices that had been in force over a long period of time and were common for appropriate types of products in all enterprises.

Starting from 1991, comparable prices of the previous year were used. To ensure comparability with the previous year, previous years’ output was adjusted to the prices of the current year.

Since 1996 index is based on monthly production indices. 

Output indices for longer periods are calculated by using the chain method, i.e., by multiplying between themselves the indices to the previous year for the needed period.

Before 2000 the mentioned statistical data have been prepared according to the General classification of branches of economy (GCBE). Since 2001 the statistics are prepared according to the Classification of Type of Economic Activity (CTEA). Industrial output is calculated as the value of production (works, services) which according to the CTEA covers mining, manufacturing industry and production and distribution of electricity, gas and water (sections “C”, “D”, “E”). When calculating the index of industrial production in line with international statistical methodology, the goods (services) classified under groups 40.2 “Production and distribution of gas-type fuel”, 40.3. “Production and distribution of heat” and 41.0 “Collection, treatment and distribution of water” are not included. In order to make comparisons with the previous year the indices of industrial production by type of economic activity for 2000 recalculated according to CTEA are also presented in the yearbook.

The output of industrial products in physical quantities is usually shown as gross output and includes products produced by an enterprise to meet its industrial and production needs.

Data on the production of consumer goods (in actual prices) include production of food and non-food goods that are to be consumed and used by population. Non-food goods cover items produced by light industry, household appliances and other non-food commodities consumed directly by the population or by households.

8. Agriculture

This section presents information on situation in agriculture, its branches – plant-growing and livestock sectors, material and technical base, structural changes in agricultural output, private sector development, etc.

Private farms include private subsidiary agriculture, collective horticulture and market gardening, suburban plots of individuals and farms. A majority of the population is occupied in private subsidiary agriculture (a private household is engaged in production of certain kinds of products on permanently or temporarily owned plot).

Collective horticulture and market gardening is a form of land use stipulated by land legislation. This form envisages land plots to be allocated for collectives functioning on co-operative principles for the purpose of constructing summer cottages, development of horticulture and market gardening.

Farm is a form of private business based on the property and land usage, owned or rented by a farmer. A farmer is occupied with production, processing or sales of agricultural products. The number of registered farms are presented in tables 8.58 and 8.60.

Agricultural production in value terms and in comparable prices is defined as the total sum of crop and animal production. Comparable prices are the 2000 average prices. 

Crop output is defined as a gross volume of agricultural crops harvested. It is estimated in comparable prices. In addition, incomplete production of annual crops is added to the value of the harvest (losses are deducted) and value of cultivation of young perennial plants. Expenditures for sowing winter crops and soil preparation for the spring crops comprise partial crop production. These expenditures were made this year in preparation for next year’s harvest. Cost of cultivation includes the value of perennial planting and their care until they are able to produce fruit.

Livestock output is defined as the number of calves born during the year, increased weight of livestock and production of milk, wool, eggs and other animal products, exclusive of slaughter. Livestock output is calculated in value terms and in comparable prices.

Total land area is the area of land, including inland waterways, within the state boundary.

Agricultural land is defined as land used to produce agricultural products. It includes arable lands, gardens, vineyards, hay fields, grazing areas and fallow.
Irrigated land area includes areas equipped with irrigation facilities (ditches, pipes, gutters) connected to irrigation sources.

Drained land area is land that has draining systems to ensure normal water and air conditions in order to make the lands useful for agriculture.

Gross harvest of crops, reported by agricultural enterprises and farms, includes initial and secondary harvesting as well as sowings between the rows. Gross harvest of grain and legume crops and sunflower seeds is calculated in the weight after processing, that of sugar beets (industrial) – in the weight without soil, that of vegetables – in the weight including subsoil production.

Average yield of agricultural crops per 1 ha of the harvested area is calculated on the basis of the gross harvest obtained from principal and secondary harvesting and from between row sowing and actual harvested area of a given crop.

Size of livestock as of January 1, is based on complete annual enumeration of all the livestock.

Meat production consists of meat of livestock and poultry, raw animal fat and offals. Data refer to both industrial and inter-farm slaughter of livestock and poultry.

Milk production is the actual quantity of milk yield taken from cows, sheep and goats irrespective of whether it was sold or consumed either by calves or piglets. Milk consumed directly from cow by calves is not included in gross production.

Wool production includes the actual quantity of wool shorn from live sheep and wool from the dehairing of sheep and goat hides regardless of whether it was sold or consumed within the economy. Wool removed from hides during processing into leather is excluded (so-called skin wool). Weight of wool is given in physical terms (unwashed wool weight) directly after shearing.

Egg production consists of annual quantity of eggs from all kinds of poultry. Eggs used for poultry reproduction (incubation, etc.) are included.

Average annual milk yield per cow is based on number of cows at the beginning of the year, regardless of whether a cow gave milk during a reference period. Milk yield per cow is based on the total number of cows on the farm, excluding cows kept for fattening, cows of meat herd and cows kept for breeding, provided these cows were not milked.

Sale of production is defined as sale of production by agricultural enterprises through all channels of sale (to procurement organizations, including direct sale to trade network and consumers; to organizations of consumer co-operation; at markets; to population as part of wage and salary payment (including public catering system); to stakeholders to the account of land rent; export to foreign countries; at exchanges; at auctions; the other).

 The volumes of sale of agricultural production do not include the production which is sent for processing as the raw material (excluding the sugar beets). 

9. Investment and construction 
activity

This section contains statistics on new productive capacity, residential buildings and capital assets put into service. It also presents data on capital investment and construction and assembly work performed. In addition, data are provided for the activities of construction enterprises.

Fixed capital investment includes expenditures on new construction as well as reconstruction, expansion and renovation of operating industrial, agricultural, transport, trade and other structures. Expenditures on residential buildings are also covered by capital investment.

Data on capital investment include expenditures on construction work of all kinds: installation of equipment, the purchase of equipment that may or may not require installation; the purchase of production tools and stock included in the construction budget; purchases of machinery and equipment not covered by construction budget; other capital work and other expenditures.

capital investment does not include expenditures on drilling and geological surveying and prospecting financed out of operational expenditures of the State budget; expenditures for the purchase and maintenance of the basic herd; expenditures from the budgetary allocations for the purchase of equipment and stock for operational establishments (schools, hospitals, preschool establishments), as well as on the major repairs of dwellings and structures, equipment, transport and other capital assets.

Capital investment by private businesses includes expenditures on the construction of private dwellings and outdoor facilities.

VAT payments for capital construction are included in capital investment.

Indices for fixed capital investment for the previous year are based on investment data at comparable prices. 

Composition of fixed capital investment stems from components reported at current prices for the relevant years.

Volumes of fixed capital investment and capital assets put into service in 1985–2000 are shown by industry of economy according to the General Classification of the Branches of Economy; in 2001 these volumes are shown by type of economic activity according to the Classification of Types of Economic Activity (CTEA).

Building organizations include all enterprises whose principal type of economic activity is “Construction” according to CTEA, namely preparation of construction sites, building of completed dwellings, civil engineering, works on completing construction, lease of construction equipment with maintenance personnel.

Contract work includes costs of construction and assembly works related to new construction, reconstruction, expansion and technical re-equipment, repair of buildings and dwellings. Value indicators are given at current prices of corresponding years and comparable prices. Comparable prices refer to prices used in construction in 1996.

10. TRANSPORT AND COMMUNICATIONS

Freight shipped – total quantity of freight (gross) in tonnes placed for transportation.

Freight transported – total quantity of freight loaded and transported by selected category of carrier (trucks, railway coaches, river and sea vessels, airplanes) or pipelines. Freight is measured in tonnes (gas and ammonia – in tonnes or cubic meters).

Freight traffic volume – total weight of products shipped, by category, multiplied by distance shipped and measured in ton-miles for water transport.

Export freight – shipment of freight produced in Ukraine for export.

Import freight – arrival of freight produced in foreign countries.

Transit freight shipment – transportation of goods produced in foreign countries through the Ukraine’s territory, excluding their usage by domestic users. The movement of transit freight is carried out by reloading from one mode of transport to another, warehousing and dividing the cargo into smaller lots, etc.

Passengers departed – total number of passengers to be transported.

Transporting passengers – total number of passengers transported by category of carrier (buses, motor cars, trolley buses, trams, rail passenger coaches, river and sea vessels, airplanes).

Passenger traffic – total number of passengers transported, multiplied by the distance transported. Measured in passenger-kilometres (passenger-miles for water transport).

Intercity transportation – passengers or freight transportation within the boundaries of a city.

Commuter transportation – passengers or freight transportation within the boundaries of a region, the length of which does not exceed 50 km.

Inter-region transportation – passengers or freight transportation within the boundaries of a region and inter-region routes, the length of which exceeds 50 km.

Density of the transportation network – length of the transportation network per one unit of country’s territory.

Intensity of freight and passengers transportation, by type of road – shows how road network is used when transporting freight or passengers. It is calculated by dividing the volume of transport activity by the length of road network.

Average distance of transportation – calculated by dividing fright traffic (passenger traffic) by the volume of fright (number of passengers) transported.

Services provided by public communications enterprises – shows volume of services rendered by communications enterprises to the population, enterprises, organizations, departments and other users (newspapers, magazines, letters, telegrams, money orders and pensions mailed; intercity and long-distance telephone calls made).

11. Foreign ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

Statistics on foreign trade in goods had been compiled on the basis of commodity customs declaration data obtained from the State Customs Committee of Ukraine. It includes adjustments made to calculate the total amount of electricity, natural gas and oil imported, fish caught in international waters and goods purchased in foreign ports. Data on exports of goods are recorded by country of destination and data on imports by country of origin. Country of destination is the final country to which goods are to be delivered. Country of origin is the country where goods have been entirely produced or substancially processed.

Goods are valued in national currency of Ukraine. Convertions into the US dollars are made according to the official exchange rate of the national Bank of Ukraine fixed for that particular day when the customs declaration is completed. For the data derived from enterprises’ reports the conversions into the US dollars are based on monthly average and quarterly average exchange rates.

Statistics on foreign trade in service are compiled on the basis of state statistical reporting forms submitted by Ukraine’s enterprises and organizations.

Services are valued using the contract currency. Conversions into the US dollars and national currency are made using the official average quarterly rate set by the National Bank of Ukraine. 

foreign direct investment is an investment that usually results in a long-term relationship and involves a continuing interest of the foreign investor in a resident enterprise. A purpose of direct investment is to have a significant impact on the management of the resident enterprise. 

Direct investment enterprise is an enterprise, where the foreign investor must own no less than 10 % of the authorized capital of the enterprise.

12. WHOLESALE AND RETAIL Trade and RESTAURANTS

Wholesale trade turnover is defined as volume of goods resaled by enterprises without any changes (excluding ordinary trade operations) to other enterprises and organizations (excluding population), for their consumption or further resale either within Ukraine or for export. Wholesale trade turnover excludes VAT and excise. The ordinary trade operations include sorting, pre-packing, packing, distribution, preparation, transferring of goods, etc. Goods which are ready for the sale are finished goods, that are sold without processing. 

Retail trade turnover is defined as the total volume of consumer goods sold to the population by retail trade and restaurants (public catering establishments), regardless of type of ownership. It also includes direct retail sales of goods by industrial, transport and other non-trading enterprises. Also, retail trade includes sales of foodstuffs by organizations, establishments and enterprises for those in sanatoria, children’s establishments, hospitals, etc. Monetary values are given at current prices. Indices of the volume of trade turnover are produced at comparable prices.

13. SERVICES

Services can be defined as the activity of entities, which resulted in non-material form and meet certain needs of customers – individual, collective and public. Services are the results of producers’ heterogeneous activity requested by customers (individuals, enterprises, organizations, entrepreneurs) and which leads to the changes in the conditions of the consuming units. The services are not accumulated (excluding some types), transported, do not exist separately from producers, i.e. they are consumed at the time of delivery.

Volume of services – is the output of service enterprises regardless of whether the services have been sold to/consumed by customers or not. This indicator is calculated in production prices, i.e. without VAT.

Revenue for services rendered (in market prices, i.e. excluding VAT) – direct payments to the enterprise cash-register or to its account for services rendered.

16. Population

Current estimation of population of Ukraine as of the beginning of the year is based on the data of the last population census adjusted for annual natural increase (decrease) of population and migration balance.

The first All-Ukrainian population census has been taken as of December 5, 2001.

After the 2001 All-Ukrainian population census the estimations of number, sex and age composition of population as of January 1, 2002, based on the 1989 population census data have not been made, as not relevant.

Preliminary results of the All-Ukrainian population census have been obtained on the basis of counting made by temporary census staff.

Detailed results of the 2001 All-Ukrainian population census for Ukraine as a whole and for each administrative and territorial unit on distribution of population by sex, age, ethnic origin, language, level of education, family status, household size, household housing conditions will be processed and disseminated according to the plan for preparation of the 2001 All-Ukrainian population census results.

Natural increase of the population is calculated as the difference between the number of births and deaths.

Infant mortality rate is the number of deaths of infants under 1 year of age per 1 000 live births in the same year.

Urban and rural population. Urban population covers the persons living in urban settlements, rural population includes people living in rural areas. Urban settlements are the settlements defined by the legislative acts as cities and urban-type villages. The others settlements are rural ones. 

The time of marriage is defined by the time of registration of marriage in the bodies of civil registration authorities.

The marriage is terminated from the time of divorce registration in the book for registration of acts on marriage termination, i.e. the date of marriage termination is not the date of courts decision on marriage termination, but the date of registration of divorce in the bodies of civil registration authorities by husband or wife.

Number of illegitimate births includes the births at the time of registration of which a child’s parents are identified on the basis of joint statement prepared by child’s mother and father or on the basis of mother’s statement, or according to the court decision what is reflected in the birth certificate. If child is born after the death of person who was married to child’s mother, the dead persons can be fixed in the birth certificate as child’s father provided that the period from his death to the time of the birth of child has not exceed 10 months.

17. Employment

The employed population includes persons who are involved in economic activity: full/part-time employees; employers; self-employed; persons doing unpaid family work; religious persons; persons working for regular armed forces, etc.

The employed population does not cover full-time students of working age, members of the armed forces serving for a specified period and women on maternity leave. 

The number of employed population is calculated as average annual indicator. 

According to the data sources there are two basic categories of employed population: number of employees at enterprises, organizations, institutions and other persons involved in economic activity. 

Employees cover all those employees who work at their main job on the basis of employment contract and includes permanent and temporal employees (excluding persons holding more than one job), as well as foreigners, who work at the territory of Ukraine. This category covers employees of large-, middle- and small-scale enterprises, budgetary institutions, and government and non-government public organizations. 

The other persons involved in economic activity comprise employees working for individuals on the basis of written (or oral) labour contract; employers; self-employed; unpaid family workers as well as those working for individual agriculture farms with the purpose for sale of produced production at market or/and for private consumption of produced production regardless whether this activity is registered or not.

This category of population is calculated on the basis of data derived from quarterly household surveys; statistical reports provided by enterprises, organizations and institutions, and other administrative data sources.
Economically active population, in line with the labor force concept, comprises all persons aged 15 to 70 of both sex who furnish labor for the production of goods and services during a specified time period. Economically active population includes persons engaged in economic activity defined as gainful employment (employed) and the unemployed (by the ILO definition). These categories are calculated on the basis of quarterly household survey on economic activity of population.

Employed persons (according to labor force sample survey data) are persons aged 15 to 70 who during the reference week were employed for at least one hour (and at least 30 hours in private subsidiary agriculture), regardless whether the work was full- or part-time, seasonal, occasional or other.

Employment rate is defined by relating the number of employed aged 15 to 70 to the number of surveyed population or to the population of specific age group, by sex and region.

For users information: data on number of employed population presented in tables
17.1–17.3. and estimates on employment of population aged 15–70 that have been calculated by the results of the quarterly household sample survey on economic activity (tables 17.4–17.8, 17.11, 17.12) are not to be compared directly because of different data sources and calculation methodology used. At the same time, the principal methodological difference is that the number of employed population (tables 17.1–17.3) includes persons working in own agriculture with an aim of individual consumption of products produced, but excludes women, who are on maternity leave and leave to look after a child (1.1 mln. persons and 0.4 mln. persons correspondingly).

To replace the General Classification of Branches of Economy (GCBE), all data on labour statistics will be calculated and presented according to the State classification of Ukraine “Classification of Type of Economic Activities” (CTEA) starting from January 1, 2002. Classification of enterprises under the branches of economy (according to the GCBE) differs from classification of enterprises under the type of economic activity due to methodological distinctions between the above-mentioned classifications. As a result of this, the direct comparison of employment indicators stratified by branches of economy and type of economic activities is not corrected.

Following ILO methodology, the unemployed are defined as persons aged 15 to 70 (registered as well as unregistered at a State Employment Office) who are simultaneously met to following three categories:

– without work;

– seeking work or had tried to establish own business during the recent four weeks;

– available to start working during the next two weeks, i.e. to be employed or to work at a private enterprise.

The unemployed consist of the following persons:

– those who will start working during the next two weeks;

– have found a job or await a reply;

– registered as job-seekers at a State Employment Office;

– undergoing training organized by a State Employment Office.

Unemployment rate (ILO methodology) is the ratio of unemployed aged 15–70 to economically active population (labour force) of given age or relevant socio-demographic characteristics.

Registered unemployed, according to Ukraine’s Law on Employment, are able-bodied persons of working ages, who are not paid employees or do not receive income stipulated by legislation currently in force and are registered at a State Employment Office as seeking employment and are available for any gainful activity.

Unemployment rate (%) is a percent of the number of unemployed registered at State Employment Office to the economically active (labor force) or able-bodied population of working ages.

Economically non-active population (those who are not in the labor force) are persons who cannot be classified either as “employed” or “unemployed”.

This category includes:

– pupils and students;

– pensioners;

– those who are engaged in households, bringing up children and caring for the sick;

– discouraged job seekers;

– other persons not placed, as well as those who are looking for work but not ready to start working soon.

Working hours lost are hours available for work but not worked since absence was permitted by management (also includes absence initiated by management), truancies and strikes.

18. HousEHOLD INCOME AND 
EXPENDITURE

Money income of the population includes compensation for work in all sectors of the economy, pensions, property income, stipends, various kind of assistance, revenues from sold agricultural products, hard currency, etc.

Monetary expenditures of the population: expenses for purchasing goods and services, compulsory payments and voluntary contributions, increased deposits, acquisition of securities, purchase of foreign currency, etc.

Nominal wages relate to remuneration in cash or in kind paid to employees (regardless of the financing source but excluding social security fund) for time worked or work done. It also includes bonuses, additional payments, allowances and other kinds of payments for time not worked. Nominal wages include compulsory deductions: income tax, pension fund contributions and charges for compulsory unemployment insurance.

Average monthly wages of employees by industry are defined by dividing the annual wages paid by the average annual number of employees and by twelve months. If specified that data are given by industry of economy in dynamics and data for 2001 are also shown according to the Classification of Type of Economic Activity, the comparison of these indicators is not correct.

Real wages and salaries refer to goods and services that one could purchase with own wage.
Index of real wages and salaries shows the changes that effect the purchasing power of the nominal wage during the reference period compared to the base period (index for the nominal wage is calculated without taxes and compulsory payments to social security fund and divided by CPI for the same period).

Household living conditions sample survey is the main source of data on the living standards of the population, the structure of household income and expenditures, consumption of foodstuffs and services classified by the level of income, composition of households and other social and economic characteristics. 

Since 1999 Ukraine has been conducting a new sample survey of household living conditions. It is a continuous survey based on international standards that meets current social, demographic and economic situation in Ukraine. 

Household can represent an individual or a group of individuals who live together in a dwelling and make common provision for living (have common budget for keeping a house, buying food, other essentials for living). However, despite the definition of family, the members of a household need not be related to each other. Since a part of households that consist of individuals not related to each other accounts for less than 1% of the total number of households, the concept of household and that of family are very similar within the current economic context. 

Households participate in the survey for one year period.

The survey is conducted every quarter in all regions of the county and covers all population excluding those in regular armed forces, imprisoned, persons residing in boarding houses, houses for the aged, dormitories (excluding those for families) and marginal sections of the population. The design of the sample survey also excludes contaminated areas (isolated and eviction areas). 

In 2001 the initial total population of the survey included 12 534 households. During the year 9 332 households took part in the survey (selected addresses accounted for 75.1 %, excluding non-resident dwellings). Survey results are grossed up to the population using the method of statistical weighting.

The studies of the household well-being are based on expenditures rather than income since it is believed to be more reliable than the income which respondents were inclined to understate. 

Monetary expenditures of the population include: expenses for purchasing foodstuffs, alcoholic drinks and tobacco products, non-food items and services. They also cover expenditures for keeping a private subsidiary agriculture, rendering monetary assistance to relatives and other individuals, buying a real estate, constructing, acquiring shares, certificates, hard currency, making deposits with banks, paying maintenance and compulsory taxes (excluding income tax), duties, contributions, etc.

Total expenditures consist of monetary expenditures and value of privately produced agriculture foodstuffs that were consumed by households or given to their relatives or other individuals. It also includes benefits and subsidies meant to pay for municipal utilities, telephone calls, inter-city journeys and places in sanatoria and spas. Value of privately produced foodstuffs given by households to their relatives and other individuals is included into total expenditures since this assistance occurs in a regular arrangement. 

Monetary income of the households includes cash and in-kind (in value terms) revenues that household members received as labor compensation (excluding income tax and compulsory payments), income from entrepreneurship and self-employment, property income (as interests and dividends), income from selling shares and other securities, revenues from marketing real estate, private and household property, livestock, privately produced agriculture foodstuffs, procurement on own behalf by own resources, social benefits, pensions, stipends, monetary assistance received from relatives and other individuals and other monetary income. 

Total resources incorporate monetary income, value of the consumed output produced at a private subsidiary agriculture (excluding expenditures for output) as procurement on own behalf, value of monetary assistance and foodstuffs handed over by relatives and other individuals, benefits and subsidies meant to reimburse communal services, purchase of liquid gas, solid and liquid fuel. It also takes in benefits given to pay for places in sanatoria and spas, inter-city transportation and communications, the used savings, increases in reference period of loans, credits and debts that households have acquired as well as debts paid off to households. This indicator shows the potential household resources that were obtained during the reference period regardless of the sources from which they had been derived. 

Subsistence level is a value of consumer basket consists of the set of food products that ensures normal functioning of person’s organism and protects his/her health, as well as minimum set of non-food goods and minimum set of services that are needed to meet basic social and cultural needs of the person.

Quintile index for differentiating population expenditures is a ratio between minimal expenditures that 20 % of the most well-off population have and minimum expenditures that are enjoined by another 20 % of the low-income population. 

Since the survey envisages completely new methodology of all its stages, from sample design to system of indicators, it is useless to make comparisons with the results of household budget survey conducted before 1999.

19. HOUSING CONDITIONS 
OF THE POPULATION

This section includes data on housing stock, possession of housing by the population, housing furnishings, housing recording and facilities available at settlements.

Statistics are given for Ukraine as a whole and by regions.

The source of information is state statistical reporting form.

Housing stock is the set of residential dwellings regardless of the type of ownership available for long-term residence. It comprises residential buildings, special dwellings (hostels, boarding houses associated with schools and boarding schools), apartments, office premises and other accommodation located in buildings suitable for living.

The housing stock excludes dachas, summer cottages, sport and tourist bases, motels, camping sites, sanatoria, rest facilities, boarding houses, houses for visitors, hotels, rail coaches and other seasonal and temporary lodgment irrespective of the time period spent there by visitors.

Housing is classified by basic types of ownership: state, communal, collective and private.

The State housing stock refers to the stock of dwellings owned by national government institutions, enterprises and organizations on the right of full owners or for operative management.

The communal housing stock – stock of dwellings owned by territorial communities of villages, towns, towns/cities’ districts.

The collective housing stock refers to the stock of dwellings owned by non-governmental bodies such as collective businesses, rental businesses, economic partnerships, associations of non-state-run businesses (associations, corporations, consortiums and concerns), religious establishments, political parties and public associations.

The private housing stock comprises residential buildings and privatized apartments. The owners of these dwellings are physical persons (citizens).

Total living space consists of living room space and space of auxiliary premises of the apartment including the space of loges and balconies and terraces with coefficients: 0,5 for lodges and 0,3 for balconies and terraces.

Auxiliary premises cover kitchen, bath or shower rooms, toilets, corridors within an apartment, stores, built-in closets or wardrobes.

In hostels auxiliary premises, besides those mentioned, include premises related to social amenities and provision of medical services.

The total living space excludes the space of:

– staircases, lift halls, common corridors, lobbies, galleries;

– non-living premises occupied by housing management organizations, shops, post offices, kindergartens; household service organizations, etc.

Improved settlements are those that have centralized water supply and sewage system, i.e. cities and rural type settlements and villages where water pipes and some water supply networks provide water to the population to meet the communal and domestic wants while the sewage facilities take away, in a centralized way, waste waters from residential buildings and communal enterprises.

20. Education

This section contains statistics on permanent preschools, general education schools, professional training institutes and institutions of higher education of different levels of accreditation, data on training of graduate and doctoral students. 

General education schools include schools, lyceums, gymnasiums, educational training complexes (associations), sanatorium schools of all levels as well as specialized schools (boarding schools) and schools of social rehabilitation. Education-training complexes include schools, kindergartens, etc.

General education schools of the first level (primary schools) provide basic education, schools of the second level (middle school) grant incomplete secondary education and schools of the third level (high school) ensure completed secondary education.

Professional training institutes provide vocational training and completed general education and give a “skilled worker” qualification to the graduates.

Institutions of higher education consist of technical secondary schools, vocational schools, colleges, institutes, conservatoires, academies, universities, etc.

According to the status of the institutions of higher education, four levels of accreditations were set up: the first level refers to technical secondary schools, vocational schools, etc. The second level covers colleges (technicums), etc. The third and the fourth levels include academies, universities, institutes and conservatoires.

Training of junior specialists is normally provided by institutions of higher education of the first level of accreditation, baccalaureate training, by institutions of higher education of the second level of accreditation and specialist training and training for master degrees by the third and the fourth levels of institutions of higher education.

Citizens of the former Soviet Union countries are included into the total number of students. The foreign citizens are indicated separately.

21. Health care and social 
assistance

This section presents time series on general morbidity rates as well as for selected illnesses. It also provides data for medical institutions and staff employed there. There are some statistics on resident facilities for the disabled (both adults and children) and data on disability.

Morbidity rate is defined by relating the number of sick persons diagnosed for the first time to mid-year resident population. Morbidity prior to 1999 is disaggregated according to the ninth revision of the International Classification of Diseases. ICD’10 classifies data for 1999–2001 excluding statistics on HIV infections and those registered as HIV positives.
Data on physicians include all doctors with higher medical education at the end of a given year. It includes physicians employed in medical and sanitary establishments, social protection, educational and research institutions, staff training establishments within the health care system, etc. Dentists (stomatologists with higher education) and dental technicians (teeth specialists with secondary medical education) are also included.

Supporting medical personnel covers all persons with secondary medical education (excluding dental technicians) who are employed in medical and sanitary establishments, social protection establishments, preschool institutions, schools, orphan houses, etc. as of the end of the year.

Data on hospital beds are reported as of the end of the year. Statistics show beds equipped with necessary supplies and available for patient use, regardless of whether the beds are occupied by patients.

Hospitals providing care for out-patients include all medical establishments which provide out-patient care (clinics, out-patients’ departments, health centers, outpatients’ departments of hospitals, hospital centers for health care, etc.).

Disability is defined as a degree of health loss or limitation of activity.

Boarding houses for the aged and disabled (both adults and children) are medical and social establishments providing permanent accommodation to those aged and disabled people or children who require care.

Injured at work is an individual who had an accident at work and died or based on a medical certificate is incapable of working one or more days. This person may be given an easier job for one or more days if a document registering the accident has been completed according to specified form.

22. CULTURE AND LEISURE 
AND TOURISM

The section reports data on culture and arts establishments and publication of printed editions. It also shows statistics that describe the development of sanatoria and health resorts and rest facilities in Ukraine. 

Culture establishments comprise theatres, philharmonics, television and radio broadcasting companies, organizations offering film and video lending services, publishing houses, museums, libraries, club establishments, circuses, parks for recreation and leisure, extracurricular institutions for children and the youth. 

Sanatoria and rest institutions with medical care are medical and prophylactic establishments equipped with beds for patients undergoing rehabilitation treatment, mainly on the basis of a healing natural environment. These establishments are specialized and can be either for one ailment or multi-purpose. The establishments also have beds equipped with necessary supplies and available for patient use, regardless of whether the beds are occupied by patients. Hospitals beds include both permanent (all year round) and seasonal beds. Data on permanent beds refer to the end of year and seasonal beds to the time of their maximum use. 

Rest facilities, boarding and leisure houses are institutions designed to provide rest for the population and may include food and lodging or lodging only. These facilities may be available to the population all year or seasonally. Data on availability of places are reported for the whole year and for the month of maximum use. 

Health care establishments for children are set up for the purpose of entitling each child to enjoy standard rest and health improving facilities. Most popular are health establishments for children with day attendance that are based on general educational institutions and used during the summer period only. Also, there are the following categories of establishments that may be operational in summer: sanatorium-like institutions, suburban rest facilities, leisure and labor centers, those for senior pupils and students, etc. 

Tourists are persons who visit places located at a distance from their usual places of residence. The trips that tourists take are for pleasure and vacation, treatment, health improving, visiting friends and relatives, settling business matters, etc. 

Excursionists are persons who take organized tours in Ukraine. The duration of tours should not exceed 24 hours. An excursion trip ought to be conducted by guide who shows people the specially tailored way to particular places and explains their points of interest. 

24. Natural resources 
and environment protection

Consumption of fresh water is the usage of water, derived from different sources (including the sea) to meet economic needs. Reuse of waste and drainage waters is excluded.

Use of recycled water is measured by the amount of fresh water saved by the use of water returned to the water supply system after reprocessing. It includes the use of recycled waste and drainage waters.

Reused water does not include water spent in systems supplying communal and industrial heat.

Standardized purification of sewage is the purification of water using appropriate sewerage facilities after which the purified waters are delivered back to the water resources. The purified water should meet the standards set at the point where water consumption is monitored, i. e. the composition of pollutants in the waste waters should comply with the approved limits for pollutants.

Polluted waste waters are communal and industrial effluent discharged into surface waters without any or after incomplete purification. Such waters contain pollutants that exceed approved emission limits. Water drained from irrigated fields is excluded.

Stationary emission of pollutants into the atmosphere refers to the emission of pollutants during an operational process from stationary technical unit (equipment, devices, machines, etc.). It also refers to emissions from waste banks, reservoirs and other storages.

Pollutant emission controls are those sources which remove pollutants through the use of gas purification and dust cleaning installations. Such systems may clans pollutants using a system of gas lines or specialized equipment (pipes, ventilation systems, etc.).

Pollutants captured (made harmless) are pollutants emitted into the atmosphere and captured or made harmless by the use of dust and gas purification facilities. They include substances subsequently used as raw materials for other technical processes.

Wastes are any substances, materials and products stemming form man’s economic activity and which cannot be used at the places where they have been generated or discovered. The owner of wastes discards or intends to discards them through utilization or removal.

Dangerous wastes are wastes where physical, chemical or biological properties are or could be a danger to the environment and human’s health. Treatment of these kinds of wastes requires special processing.

Treatment of wastes implies actions aimed at preventing (minimizing) the wastes generation. This also includes wastes collection, transportation, processing (re-processing), utilization, removal, neutralization and storage. Monitoring of these procedures and supervision of the places to which wastes have been removed are also incorporated. 

Wastes storage is temporary accommodation of wastes at the specially allocated places or objects before their utilization or removal. 

Wastes processing (re-processing) refers to any technological operations launched to change the physical, chemical or biological properties of the wastes in order to prepare them for safety storage, transportation, utilization or removal. 

Wastes utilization relates to use of wastes either as secondary stocks or energy resources. 

Wastes neutralization is a reduction or elimination of dangerous wastes through mechanical, chemical or biological processing. 

Forest lands refer to that part of the territory allocated for forestry whether forested or not. Forest land includes areas covered by forest (actually occupied with arboreal species that create forest plantations). It also includes any forested areas designed for forestation (cutting areas, waste lands, clearings, etc.). Areas not designated as forest land include agricultural lands (arable lands, meadows, grazing areas) and some areas of special designation (roads, country roads, ditches, homesteads) as well as swamps, sands, gullies, steep slopes and others.

Forestation is a set of measures aimed at setting the forest borders, making divisions and sub-divisions of forest lands, implementing forest protection actions, taking an inventory of forest land (its area and forest stock), specifying the volume of the forest utilization (estimated forest area to be felled), re-forestation, etc.

Introduction of plantations into the valuable (highly productive) forest plantations category is determined on the basis of the amount of area that refers to the plantations of valuable trees, produced forest species and young trees as a result of actions implemented to encourage the natural replanting of forest, reconstruction of less valuable plantations and monitor fellings.

25. INTERNATIONAL COMPARISONS

Data from “Commonwealth of Independent States in 2001”, a short abstract with preliminary statistics and other CIS Statistical Committee’s publications, publication of the State Statistics Committee of Russian Federation “Statistical Yearbook of Russia, 2001”, publication of the State Statistics Committee of Ukraine “Bread in Ukraine and Abroad” joint Eurostat and SSCU publication “European Union and Ukraine – Facts and Figures, 2001”, “Recent Demographic Developments in Europe, 2001”, an edition of Council of Europe, ILO publication “Yearbook of Labour Statistics, 2001”, UN “Monthly Bulletin of Statistics”, data received as a result of data exchange with Eurostat, data from “Common Database of United Nations Statistics Division”, Internet have been used to compile this section.

Value data take into account denomination of national currencies: in Belarus since 1994 (in 10 times), since 2000 (in 1000 times), in Russian Federation since 1998 (in 1000 times). Since 1995 data for Moldova exclude the leftbank of the Dnister river and city of Bendery (for agriculture since 1998 and population since 1996).
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
